Sikkim Krantikari Morcha(SKM) Chief Prem Singh Tamang was sworn-in as
Chief Minister of Sikkim for the second time in state capital Gangtok this
afternoon. Governor Lakshman Prasad Acharya administered the oath of
office and secrecy to the SKM leader. 11 Cabinet Ministers also took oath
along with him. SKM retained power in the Himalayan state with a landslide
victory, winning 31 of the 32 Assembly seats, restricting the Sikkim
Democratic Front to just one seat. Prime Minister Narendra Modi extended
best wishes to Mr Tamang on the occasion. In his message, Mr Modi
wished him a fruitful tenure saying he looks forward to working with him
for Sikkim's progress. Telugu Desam Party leader N Chandrababu Naidu
will be sworn as Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh on Wednesday at
Gannavaram in Krishna district. In Odisha, the suspense over the name of
next Chief Minister continues with only few days left for the swearing-in of
the first BJP government. The BIP has appointed Union Ministers Rajnath
Singh and Bhupender Yadav as central observers to oversee the election of
the leader of its MLAs in the Odisha Assembly. The BJ]P legislature party is
likely to meet tomorrow morning in presence of the central observers in
the state capital Bhubaneswar.

In Jammu and Kashmir, security forces have launched massive cordon and
search operation in connection with terror attack on a passenger bus in
Reasi district last evening that left 10 people dead and several injured. An
National Investigation Agency (NIA) team today reached the district and is
coordinating with local police probing into the terror attack. Jammu and
Kashmir's Lieutenant Governor Manoj said that the Prime Minister and
Home Minister are also monitoring the situation themselves. Mr Sinha
further announced an ex-gratia of 10 lakh rupees to the next of the kin of
deceased and 50,000 rupees to the injured.
