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CROP LOANS: The State government today issued guidelines for waiving crop

loan up to .2 lakh rupees to every farmer owning land in Telangana. The crop loan
waiver scheme-2024 is applicable for short term crop loans availed by farmers
from their branches of Scheduled Commercial Banks, Regional Rural Banks and
District Co-operative Central Banks in the State. The scheme is applicable to loans
sanctioned or renewed on or after December 12, 2018 and crop loans outstanding
as on December 9, 2023. Under this scheme, each farmer’s family is eligible for
crop loan waiver up to 2 lakh rupees. The Commissioner and Director of
Agriculture has been designated as the implementing authority for the scheme
while National Informatics Center (NIC) at Hyderabad will be the partner

responsible for this scheme. According to Agriculture Secretary Raghunandan Rao



the State government is committed to making agriculture profitable and
sustainable. He said the government has identified crop loan waiver as an urgent
investment to strengthen the rural economy, promote agricultural development and
improve the welfare of farmers.
