PMMVY :

Union Women and Child Development Minister Annpurna Devi today
informed the Lok Sabha that there is no proposal to increase the amount of
maternity benefit under the Pradhan Mantri Matru VVandana Yojana (PMMVY). In
a written reply, she said that more than 3.96 crore beneficiaries have enrolled under
PMMVY till the end of last month. This scheme was started in 2017-18. Annpurna
Devi said that maternity benefits totaling more than 15,401 crore rupees, including
central and state shares, have been disbursed to more than 3.44 crore beneficiaries
during this period. The Minister said that PMMVY is a centrally sponsored
Maternity Benefit Scheme under which cash incentives of five thousand rupees are
provided directly to the bank or post office account of the beneficiary in Direct
Benefit Transfer (DBT) mode for the first child. She said the eligible beneficiaries



receive the remaining cash incentive, as per approved norms, towards maternity
benefit under Janani Suraksha Yojana after institutional delivery, so that on
average a woman receives six thousand rupees. A cash incentive of six thousand
rupees is also provided under PMMVY to eligible beneficiaries for a second child
ifitisagirl. 14 NSD

RS-BUDGET:

The Rajya Sabha today resumed discussion on the General Budget 2024-25.
Participating in the discussion, S. Niranjan Reddy of YSRCP lauded the Budget,
saying Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has taken medium and long-term
views in the Budget instead of short-term populist views. He stated that the
country's growth looks well poised and emphasized the need to address the issue of
rising inequalities. CPI member P. Santhosh Kumar alleged that the Budget is anti-
people. He questioned the Budget, stating that the states should receive their dues.
The CPI leader demanded that a dedicated farmers' Budget be introduced, alleging
that the allocation for the agriculture sector has been continuously decreased. He
also questioned the Centre on the issue of Minimum Support Price for farmers'
produce. AD Singh of RJD raised the issue of unemployment in the country,
stating that the agriculture sector has not received proper attention in the General
Budget. Gulam Ali of BJP claimed that India has become the fifth-largest economy
during the tenure of the present government. He accused that corruption, terrorism,
and policy paralysis were rampant before 2014 and said that this government has
adopted a developmental policy. The discussion remained inconclusive.
