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EM- RBI CBD MEETING: Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has
stressed on the need for banks to focus on 'core banking'. She said this
while addressing the media after holding a meeting with the Central Board
of Directors of the Reserve Bank of India in New Delhi today.

SEIZE: The Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI), Hyderabad Zonal
Unit (HZU), have arrested two individuals and seized 3 kg of
Ephedrine/Pseudoephedrine, valued at 60 lakh rupees in the grey market.
Acting on specific intelligence, DRI officers from the HZU intercepted the
suspects yesterday in Hyderabad, where they were attempting to courier a
package to New Zealand. Upon thorough examination, two vacuum-sealed
transparent packets were recovered, according to a DRI statement issued
today. A white powdery substance found in both packets tested positive for
Ephedrine/Pseudoephedrine using a field test kit. Further investigation is
