CBI: The Special Judge for CBI cases at Hyderabad has sentenced former Branch
Manager of Central Bank of India, Bollarum Branch in Hyderabad to two years
Rigorous Imprisonment (RI) along with a fine of 65,000 rupees in a case related to
causing wrongful loss to the bank. Along with the former Branch Manager K. Raja
Rao, the Court also sentenced two private persons -- D. Sanjeeva Reddy and K.
Ramana Reddy to one year RI and slapped as fine of 15,000 rupees each in the
case, the CBI said in a release today. CBI had registered an instant case in July
2004 against accused including aforementioned accused K. Raja Rao and two other
private persons. It was alleged that during the year 2002 then Branch Manager
conspired with the accused Proprietor (since expired) of a private firm to cheat
Central Bank of India. The Court, after trial, found the accused guilty and
sentenced accordingly.

PROTEST:Farmers led Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) held protests and

demonstrations across all 119 Assembly constituencies in State, demanding
unconditional waiver of crop loans for all farmers. The party has called for a
complete waiver of up to 2 lakh rupees per farmer, as promised by
the Congress during Assembly polls. The protests, organised at mandal and
constituency levels, witnessed BRS workers and farmers taking to streets, despite
police attempts to halt the demonstrations in some areas. The protesters lashed out
at Chief Minister Revanth Reddy for failing to fulfil his promise to the farming
community and called for immediate action on loan waiver. BRS working
president Taraka Rama Rao led the protests in Chevella, while senior leader and
Siddipet MLA Harish Rao participated in dharna at Alair in Yadadri Bhuvangiri
District. He alleged only 18,000 crore rupees had been disbursed, leaving many

farmers in distress. Meanwhile, a tense atmosphere erupted between leaders of the



BRS and Congress parties leading to chaotic scenes as both parties engaged in
clashes and stone pelting. The incident took place after BRS and Congress party
leaders were holding protest and counter protest escalating tensions in the area.
The situation deteriorated, prompting police intervention to control the unrest.
Several individuals were taken into custody following clashes as the police sought
to restore order. At a dharna at Kamdari Bhavan Square in Suryapet District
Centre, Jagdish Reddy condemned attacks by Congress on peaceful BRS
demonstration in Tirumalagiri in district. He accused the party of attempting to
incite riots in the State to divert attention from its unfulfilled guarantees.PTCs

after experiencing health issues once again. Sources indicated that Kavitha, who
has been suffering from gynaecological problems and viral fever, was brought to
the hospital on recommendation of doctors at Tihar Jail, where she is currently
held in connection with money laundering and Delhi Excise Policy case. The
medical examination was conducted to assess her condition and provide neccessary
treatment. Kavitha has been in judicial custody for nearly 160 days. The Delhi
Rouse Avenue court extended her custody recently extended till September 2.
