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WEATHER: Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places in Vikarabad,
Sangareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, and
Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana during the next 24 hours.

ATTACK: Unidentified persons vandalised the camp office of BRS legislator and
former minister Harish Rao in Siddipet town in the early hours of today. The
Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) blamed ruling Congress party for the
attack. Tension prevailed in the town yesterday night after some Congress workers
put up a flexi banner demanding Harish Rao’s resignation as MLA as the State



government has implemented crop loan waiver as promised during the elections.
Harish Rao had earlier thrown a challenge to the government and said that he
would resign as MLA if Chief Minister Revanth Reddy implemented the loan
waiver. As the supporters of Harish Rao removed the flexi banner, both the groups
raised slogans against each other till police intervened and dispersed them. Later,
in the wee hours of today, a few unidentified persons barged into Harish Rao’s
office and tore banner while raising ‘Jai Congress’ slogans. Harish Rao condemned
the attack and blamed ruling party. BRS Working President, KT Rama Rao
described the attack as a cowardly act said that in the last 10 years, Telangana had
been free from revenge politics and political violence. Rama Rao accused the
Congress of inciting violence with police assistance after coming to power. PTC-

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PROTEST: In response to a call from the Indian Medical Association (IMA),
doctors at almost all including Government hospitals across the State have
suspended Outpatient (OP) services for 24 hours from this morning. The protest is
in reaction to a tragic incident in Kolkata on August 9, where a trainee doctor was
raped and murdered at a government hospital. The private hospital doctors also
joined the protest and suspended outpatient services. The IMA has announced that
OP services in all private hospitals across the State will be suspended till 6
tomorrow morning. Simultaneously, protests are being organized across the State.
Only emergency services will remain available in private hospitals during the
protest. A dharna was held under auspices of IMA at Dharnachowk in Indira Park
in Hyderabad. Doctors and medical staff also staged protest demonstrations in
major towns across Telangana. Leading corporate hospitals in the State have
confirmed suspension of OP services till 6 tomorrow morning, with emergency
services continuing to be provided.
