He said, rapid development of southern states is very important to
achieve the goal of Viksit Bharat. Mr Modi said, in the current budget,
Government has allocated over six thousand crore rupees for Tamil Nadu's
railway budget which is more than seven times the allocation in 2014.

MANJHI-KHADI MAHOTSAV
