Rising for the third straight week, domestic benchmark indices ended
higher on positive global sentiment following the latest Jackson Hole
meeting, where the outcome suggested a potential rate cut by the Federal
Reserve in the upcoming September meeting. The markets hit multiple
record highs during the week. This week, the Sensex surged 1,280 points,
or 1.6 percent, to close at 82,366 yesterday. The Nifty gained 413 points,
or 1.7 percent, during the week, to close at 25,236. In the broader market,
the BSE Midcap index gained 1.5 percent and the Smallcap index 0.6
percent. In August, the Sensex climbed 0.8 percent and the Nifty surged

US STOCKS

U.S. markets rose as the Dow ended at an all-time closing high for the
second consecutive week on Friday, with Tesla and Amazon climbing after
fresh U.S. economic data raised expectations that the Federal Reserve will
cut interest rates next month.

The Dow Jones Industrial Average rose 0.6 percent, to 41,563. The Nasdaq
Composite jumped 1.1 percent, to 17,714, while the S&P 500 climbed
about 1 percent to end at 5,648. Friday marked the end of a tumultuous
month on Wall Street after signs of a sudden moderation in the labor
market in early August sparked fears of a U.S. recession. The influence of
the Japanese yen carry trade worsened the rout. For the month, the S&P
500 climbed 2.3 percent, the Dow added 1.8 percent, and the Nasdaq
advanced 0.6 percent. The markets got a boost as U.S. consumer spending



increased solidly in July, suggesting the economy remained strong while
prices rose moderately. The encouraging personal consumption
expenditures report came after Fed Chair Jerome Powell last week
expressed support for an imminent policy adjustment. Economic data next
week includes the Labor Department's August jobs report, due on Friday.
Tech stocks like Amazon.com and Tesla jumped over 3 percent. Broadcom
rallied nearly 4 percent, while Marvell Technology surged 9 percent after
the chipmaker forecast quarterly results above estimates. Intel jumped
almost 10 percent following a report that it was exploring options that
could include a merger.

INDIANS RESCUED IN LAOS

The Indian Embassy in Laos rescued 47 Indian nationals who were trapped in
cyber scam centers located in the Golden Triangle Special Economic Zone (SEZ) in
Bokeo province. In a social media post, the Embassy said that 29 individuals were
handed over by Laos authorities following a crackdown on illegal activities in the SEZ,
while the remaining 18 approached the Embassy directly. Indian Ambassador to Laos,
Prashant Agrawal, met with the rescued group upon their arrival in Vientiane to discuss
the challenges they faced and outline the next steps. Meanwhile, the Embassy has
completed all necessary procedural requirements with the Laos authorities for the
repatriation of these individuals. So far, 30 individuals have either returned to India or
are on their way back home, while the remaining 17 are awaiting final travel
arrangements.
