BANGLADESH
In Bangladesh, thousands of minority Hindu community members staged
massive protest rallies in capital Dhaka and the north-eastern port city of
Chattagram for the second consecutive day yesterday. Their rally blocked
traffic for over three hours at Shahbagh in the central part of Dhaka. They
were demanding protection amid nationwide vandalism that saw attacks on
their homes, businesses and temples. Their demand included special
tribunals to expedite trials of those who persecute the minorities, allocation



of 10 per cent parliamentary seats for the minorities, and enactment of a
minority protection law, among others. Thousands of Muslim protestors,
including students, also joined them in Dhaka expressing solidarity for the
cause of minorities.

VINESH PHOGAT

At the Paris Olympics, the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) has
deferred its decision on ace Indian wrestler Vinesh Phogat's plea against her
disqualification until Tuesday. The new deadline for the Sole Arbitrator, Dr.
Annabelle Bennett, to issue her verdict is 9:30 pm Indian Time on the 13th of
this month. The International Olympic Committee is also a party in this case,
and the Indian Olympic Association (IOA) has become involved as an affected
party. In her appeal, Phogat has requested a joint silver medal, as she was
found to be overweight by about 100 grams after winning her semi-final bout
in the 50-kilogram category. Senior advocate Harish Salve is representing her
case before the Court. The hearing has already concluded.

BINDRA AWARDED

India’s first individual Olympic gold medalist, Abhinav Bindra, was
awarded the prestigious Olympic Order by the International Olympic
Committee (IOC) at the 142nd IOC Session in Paris yesterday. The Olympic
Order is the highest honor bestowed by the IOC, recognizing exceptional
contributions to the Olympic Movement. Bindra won India’s first individual
Olympic gold in the Men’s 10-meter Air Rifle event at the 2008 Beijing
Games. With a distinguished career that includes over 150 individual
medals, Bindra has become a prominent figure in Indian sports.

OLYMPICS UPDATE

India's campaign at the 2024 Paris Olympics officially concluded
yesterday, the penultimate day of competition, with a total of six medals.
Wrestler Reetika Hooda, the last Indian athlete in action, exited the
women’s 76 kg event after a quarter-final loss, while golfers Aditi Ashok
and Diksha Dagar finished well out of medal contention.



Reetika Hooda started strong with a win over Hungary’s Bernadett
Nagy but lost her quarter-final match to Kyrgyzstan’s Aiperi Medet Kyzy by
a tie-breaker rule, despite a 1-1 score. Kyzy's subsequent loss in the semi-
finals ended Hooda's hopes of securing a bronze medal through repechage.

Aman Sehrawat’s bronze in the men’s 57 kg event remains India’s
only wrestling medal and the sixth overall in the Paris Games, which
include one silver and five bronze medals.
