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PARALYMPICS: Paris Paralympic Bronze medalist sprinter Deepthi Jeevanji was given a grand
welcome at Shamshabad Airport in Hyderabad on her return to the country today. Deepthi won the
first medal from Telangana in the Women's 400M T20 at the Paris Paralympics 2024. She hails from
Warangal. Along with her family members Telangana Sports Authority Chairman Shiva Sena Reddy
and sports authority officials, a large number of sports persons welcomed her.

SEETHAKKA: State Panchayat Raj and Women and Child Welfare Minister Anasuya alias Seethakka,
emphasised that students welfare is the top priority for the Congress government in the State. The
Minister held a video conference today at the Secretariat in Hyderabad on tribal ashram schools,
hostels, gurukul institutions, and other educational infrastructure. The meeting also reviewed as well
issues related to food and accommodation for students.

BANDI: Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Bandi Sanjay Kumar criticised AIMIM leader
Asaduddin Owaisi for his alleged silence regarding the recent sexual assault and attempted murder of
a tribal woman in Jainur in Komarambheem Asifabad district. Bandi Sanjay questioned the lack of
immediate action by the authorities following the assault, which occurred last month. He said there is
no justification for filing "illegal cases" against Hindu youth while serious crimes against women go
unchecked. Union Minister, along with several BJP leaders, including MPs Konda Vishweshwar Reddy
and Nagesh today visited the victim, who is currently undergoing treatment in the ICU at Gandhi
Hospital. Speaking to the media, he condemned the brutal attack, comparing it to the infamous
Nirbhaya and Disha cases. He criticized the government's perceived indifference to such incidents,
stating that there is a failure to prevent the recurrence of violence against women.

PM TEACHERS: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today stressed upon the significance of attaining
education in one’s mother tongue. Modi discussed the impact of the National Education Policy at an
interaction with teachers who have been conferred National Teachers Awards at his residence in New
Delhi this afternoon. He suggested that teachers can teach local folklore to students in different
languages, so that the students can learn multiple languages and also get exposure to the vibrant
culture of India. Prime Minister said that teachers can take their students on educational tours to
explore India's diversity. This will aid their learning and also help them get to know about their
country in a holistic manner. The awardees shared their teaching experience with the Prime Minister.
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WEATHER: Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places Adilabad, Jayashankar Bhupalpally,
Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Warangal and Hanamkonda districts of Telangana during the next
24 hours. Meteorological Centre said in its daily weather report that same situation is likely to prevail
in the State tomorrow and day after.

The WTC AI City will feature one
million square feet of built-up space, housing companies at the forefront of Al and emerging
technologies. This is poised to be one of the largest capacity-building initiatives in the field of global
Al domain. The campus will offer world-class office spaces, trade services, training facilities, retail
and entertainment zones, co-living spaces, a luxury hotel, and primary healthcare facilities. Speaking
on the occasion, Sridhar Babu said having WTC in the upcoming Al City is pivotal to our goal of
growing IT exports from $32 billion to $200 billion. He said this partnership is a testament to
Telangana's commitment to driving economic growth through global collaboration.

WAQF MEETING: A meeting of the Joint Committee on the Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024 was held
in New Delhi today. Representatives of Archaeological Survey of India, Zakat Foundation of India and
Telangana Waqgf Board put forth their views and suggestions before Committee. The Committee has
been constituted under Chairmanship of Lok Sabha MP Jagdambika Pal. The Waqgf (Amendment) Bill,
2024 is intended to overcome the shortcomings and to enhance the efficiency of the administration
and management of the Wagf properties. The Bill has provision of renaming of the Waqgf Act, 1995 as
the Unified Waqgf Management, Empowerment, Efficiency and Development Act, 1995. The Bill, which
was introduced in Lok Sabha during Budget Session, was referred to Joint Committee of Parliament
later.

TG FLOOD SIVRAJ: Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan and Minister State for Home,
Bandi Sanjay Kumar assured flood affected people all possible help in Khammam district. The
ministers held an aerial survey of the flood-hit areas in Khammam and then visited the Sagar Left
Canal breach at Paleru.
