PM - ODISHA VISIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will launch the Odisha government’s flagship
initiative Subhadra scheme in Bhubaneswar today. The Subhadra scheme is the largest women-
centric initiative in the state, aimed at supporting over 1 crore women. Eligible beneficiaries between
the ages of 21 and 60 will receive 50,000 rupees over a period of five years. Beneficiaries will be
credited 10,000 rupees annually in two equal instalments through Aadhaar-linked, DBT-enabled bank
accounts. During the launch event, Mr Modi will initiate the first fund transfer to over 10 lakh women
beneficiaries. Prime Minister will also lay the foundation stone and dedicate to the nation Railway
Projects worth more than 2,800 crore rupees. These Railway projects will enhance Railway
infrastructure in Odisha and improve growth and connectivity in the region. He will also lay the
foundation stone of National Highway Projects worth more than 1000 crore rupees. Mr Modi will also
interact with the beneficiaries of Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Urban. Odisha government has
announced a holiday for all schools and colleges within the Bhubaneswar Municipal Corporation
(BMC) area today.

INDIA - COP9 BUREAU : India will host the 2nd Formal Meeting of the COP9 Bureau and the 3rd
Formal Meeting of the Fund Approval Committee under the UNESCO International Convention against
Doping in Sport in New Delhi today. As Vice-Chairperson of the COP9 Bureau, India has taken the
lead in organizing the two day high-level gatherings, which will bring together key decision-makers
and dignitaries from across the world. Youth Affairs and Sports Ministry said, the meetings will serve
as a vital platform for countries and international organizations to deliberate on key issues concerning
anti-doping, the development of fair sports practices, and global collaboration in upholding the
principles of integrity in sport. The meetings will see participation from distinguished delegates
representing countries such as, France, Italy, Russia, Saudi Arabia, Barbados, Singapore, Netherland,
Turkiye, UAE, and Zambia.

J&K-AMIT SHAH : Senior BJP leader and Home Minister, Amit Shah today said there were
attempts to revive terrorism in Jammu and Kashmir, and added that it will be "buried to such a level"
in the Union territory that it can never rise again. Addressing an election rally in support former
minister Sunil Sharma at Padder-Nagseni in Kishtwar, he said that attempts are on to revive terrorism
as the National Conference and Congress manifesto talks about releasing terrorists. Mr. Shah said the
National Conference-Congress alliance will not be able to form government in J&K. He said the
leaders of NC-Congress are saying that if they form the government they will restore Article 370.
They will snatch reservation from Paharis and Gujjars and others, which was given by the BJP, he
added. This was the Mr. Shah's second visit to the Jammu region within a fortnight. Earlier, during
his two day visit to Jammu on September 6 and 7, he released BIP’s manifesto for J&K Assembly
elections and addressed a workers convention. Today is the last day for campaigning in 24 assembly
constituencies, including 8 assembly seats of Kishtwar, Doda and Ramban, which goes to polls in the
first phase on September 18.

NAVAL COMMANDER CONFERENCE : The second edition of Naval Commanders’ Conference of
2024 will begin today in New Delhi. The Conference is the apex level biannual event facilitating
deliberations on significant strategic, operational and administrative issues between the Naval



Commanders. The Defence Ministry said, the four day conference will commence with the inaugural
address by the Chief of Naval Staff. He will review major operational, Logistic, Training and
Administrative activities pursued by the Indian Navy over the last six months and deliberate upon key
milestones to be crossed to safeguard maritime interests. The conference, which will be held against
the backdrop of evolving geo-political and geo-strategic dynamics, regional challenges and complexity
in maritime security situations in West Asia, will play a crucial role in shaping the future course of the
Indian Navy. During the Conference, Raksha Mantri Rajnath Singh is likely to address the Naval
Commanders on Thursday on matters pertaining to national security and national expectations. The
Chief of Defence Staff along with the Chiefs of Indian Army and Indian Air Force will engage with
Naval Commanders to foster collaborations amongst the three Services. The Ministry said, Indian
Navy has responded with strength and resolve against emerging threats of drones and missiles
affecting safety of trade, demonstrating its capability as Preferred Security Responder in the Indian
Ocean Region. During the conference, the Commanders will also review the ongoing Naval projects
to enhance indigenisation through Make in India in consonance with the vision of complete
Aatmanirbharta by 2047.

WB - DOCTORS PROTEST : West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee has said that the state
government has accepted three out of four demands of the protesting junior doctors. Addressing the
media after meeting the junior doctors at her residence at Kalighat last night, Ms. Banerjee said, in
view of their demand, Kolkata police commissioner Vineet Goyal will be removed. She said, the
changes in the police force will be made effective through a notification this afternoon. She said, DC
North is also being transferred and Director, Medical Education DME and Director, Health Services
DHS are also being removed. Ms. Banerjee said, one demand is already in sub-judice status. The
Chief Minister urged the junior doctors to join their duty. Junior doctors in Kolkata are holding
protests over a rape-murder case, demanding justice. After returning to their dharna-manch, the
protesting doctors said, these decisions reflect a victory of their movement. However, they said, the
sit-in protest and cease-work will continue till the assurances are implemented into a reality.

PM MEMENTO E-AUCTION : An e-auction of gifts received by Prime Minister Narendra Modi will
begin today. Union Culture Minister Gajendra Singh Shekhawat urged people to participate in the e-
auction as it will serve a noble purpose, contributing to the Namami Gange Fund. He said this year
marks the sixth installment of the auction. It was initially launched in 2019. People can bid for their
favorite memento from today. The online auction will continue till the 2nd of October. Individuals
who are interested in taking part in the process can register and participate through the official
website, https://pmmementos.gov.in. Mr Shekhawat said, this year, nearly six hundred mementos
are exhibited for auction, which include distinguished artworks, meticulously crafted temple models,
Hindu deities, and the shoes of Paralympians. The Minister said that the country will be celebrating
Seva Pakhwara from today till 2nd October. On the occasion, programs like Kala Karma, Jana Shakti
exhibition, and Thematic Art Workshop for school and college students’ will be organized.

BJP - PM BIRTHDAY : On the occasion of the birthday of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, BIP
National President Jagat Prakash Nadda will inaugurate a blood donation camp under Seva Pakhwada
at the party headquarters in New Delhi today. Mr Nadda will also inaugurate an exhibition based on
the life of the Prime Minister.

INDIA IRAN : New Delhi has strongly deplored the comments made regarding minorities in India by
the Supreme Leader of Iran. In a statement, Ministry of External Affairs said, these are misinformed

The Ministry advised countries commenting on minorities to look at their own
record before making any observations about others.
