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PM WARDHA EARLY: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today appealed to artisans to
become entrepreneurs and businessmen by taking the benefits of the PM Vishwakarma
scheme. Prime Minister was addressing a function on the anniversary of PM
Vishwakarma Yojana at Swavalambai ground in Wardha. The PM said that over 6.5
lakh beneficiaries were provided with the modern machinery and toolkits in order to
increase the productivity of traditional occupation .He also informed about the benefits
of loan scheme which provides a loan of 3 lakh rupees. In the last one year, loans
worth 1400 crore rupees disbursed to the beneficiaries.He also underlined that the
beneficiaries of this scheme are mostly from the scheduled caste and scheduled tribes.
Prime Minister launched two schemes of the Government of Maharashtra which
includes 'Acharya Chanakya Skill Development Center" for free skill development
training of youths and'Punyashlok Ahilyadevi Holkar Women Startup Scheme’ for
helping women-led startups to become self-reliant. During the program,PM lays the
foundation of PM MITRA textile park which will be set up in Amravati district of West
Vidarbha and will be spread across 1,000 hectares. This project is expected to create
100000 employment opportunities and will attract an investment over 10 thousand
crores rupees. To Mark the anniversary of PM Vishwakarma Yojana , Prime Minister
unveiled commemorative stamp published by India Post. PM also released Digital ID
cards and Digital Skill certificates to over 1 Lakh beneficiaries of PM Vishwakarma.
Besides this, PM also released digital loan sanction letters to 75,000 beneficiaries .
Vishwakarma loan benefits to 18 beneficiaries of PM Vishwakarma scheme were
distributed through cheques at the hands of Prime Minister at the venue. The PM also
took a walk through the theme pavilion where artisans products and works are
displayed. PM also interacted with artisans.



PM US - CURTAIN RAISER: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be leaving for a 3 day
visit to the United States tomorrow. Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a 3

day visit to US from 21st to 23rd of September. During the visit PM Modi

will take part in the 4th annual Quad leaders’ Summit in Wilmington,
Delaware. The summit is hosted by US President Joe Biden. India will be

hosting the next Quad summit in 2025. PM Modi will also address a
gathering of the Indian Community on 22nd September. in New York. On 23
September, Prime Minister will address the 'Summit of the Future’ at the
United Nations General Assembly in New York. The theme of the Summit is
Multilateral Solutions for a Better Tomorrow’. A large number of global
leaders are expected to participate in the Summit. On the sidelines of the
Summit, Prime Minister would be holding bilateral meetings with several
world leaders and discuss issues of mutual interest. During the visit, Prime
Minister would also be interacting with CEOs of leading US-based companies to foster
greater collaborations between the two countries in the cutting-edge areas of Al,
quantum computing, semiconductors and biotechnology.

EVE. NADDA 100 DAYS: Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda today asserted
that the NDA government has brought a politics of performance, accountability, and
last-mile delivery to the country. Briefing the media in New Delhi about the
achievements of his Ministry, Mr. Nadda stated that the government has made a
significant decision to expand the Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana
by including all individuals aged 70 and above, irrespective of their socio-economic
status. He said this aims to benefit six crore senior citizens with five lakh rupees in free
health insurance. Mr. Nadda informed that the expanded scheme will be implemented
next month. He also mentioned another significant advancement, the U-WIN Portal,
developed for the full digitization of vaccination services, providing complete
vaccination records for pregnant women and children from birth to 17 years under the
Universal Immunization Programme. The Minister said that a shorter and more
effective treatment regimen is now available under the National TB Elimination
Programme, reducing treatment duration from 9 to 12 months to 6 months. He added
that in the first phase, BHISHM Cubes will be installed in 25 AIIMS and Institutes of
National Importance for quick deployment during disasters or health emergencies.
These portable modular facilities are designed to provide lifesaving clinical care in such
situations. Mr. Nadda also mentioned that fifteen AIIMS and Institutes of National
Importance have been identified for Drone Services, with drone trials and training
completed in 12 institutes. He stated that an increase in medical colleges and MBBS
and PG seats would enhance the availability of doctors in the healthcare system.
Minister of State for Health Anupriya Patel and Prataprao Jadhav were present on the
occasion, along with senior officials of the Ministry.

REV. EVE AMIT SHAH-PARIVARTAN YATRA: Senior BJP leader and Union



Home Minister Amit Shah today launched the BJP's election campaign in
Jharkhand as he kicked off the Parivartan Yatra campaign for the Santhal
Pargana Division from Bhognadih in the Sahebganj district. Addressing a
public rally at the Police Line ground, Mr. Shah said that if the BJP is voted to power in
the state, free treatment of up to 10 lakh rupees will be provided to people aged 75
years and older. He also alleged that Bangladeshi infiltrators have changed the
demography of the Santhal region of the state. Addressing another rally in
Giridih, Mr. Shah alleged that the Jharkhand government is protecting
infiltrators for the vote bank.

FUR. REV GOVT-LADDU:

The Centre has sought a report from the Andhra Pradesh Government over the
allegation of adulteration in Tirupati laddu. Replying to queries during a press
conference in New Delhi today, Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda said, he
has spoken to Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu on the issue and
has sought a report in this regard. He said that the Government will examine the
matter and take suitable action. Union Minister for Consumer Affairs, Food and Public
Distribution Pralhad Joshi said, the issue of the presence of alleged animal fat in
Tirupati temple’s laddus, which was raised by the Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister, is a
serious matter. Talking to the media on the sidelines of an event , Mr Joshi said, there
should be a detailed inquiry in the matter and the guilty should be punished. Food
Processing Industries Minister Chirag Paswan said that anyone involved in adulteration
of food will not be spared. The Centre of Analysis and Learning in Livestock and Food,
a laboratory of National Dairy Development Board has confirmed the presence of
animal fat in the ghee used in the making of laddus.

In a related Development, Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N Chandrababu
Naidu held a high level meeting with state ministers and officials on issue,
today in Amaravati.

DAY IMD-WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a
thunderstorm warning for the Southern parts of the country including Chhattisgarh and
Odisha today. Talking to Akashvani, IMD Scientist Dr Soma Sen said that a low
pressure is likely to form over Bay of Bengal due to which rainfall activity is likely to
increase over Eastern peninsular region of country mainly Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha,
Marathwada, Telangana and Andhra Pradesh tomorrow. She added that the
Northeastern region of the country is also expected to witness thunderstorm activity
but the impact will be less.

ISRAEL AIR STRIKE
Israel carried out extensive air strikes on southern Lebanon last night, stating



that its warplanes hit more than 100 Hezbollah rocket launchers and other sites,
including a weapons storage facility. The Israeli air strikes, which lasted more than two
hours, were among the most intense of the recent conflict. According to reports, the
Israel Defense Forces (IDF) also targeted military infrastructure and buildings
belonging to Hezbollah. The strikes came hours after Hezbollah's chief, Hassan
Nasrallah, threatened tough retaliation for the back-to-back attacks that targeted the
militant group's communication infrastructure with explosives hidden in communication
devices.

REV. CRICKET

At the end of Day 2 of the first test between India and Bangladesh in M. A.
Chidambaram Stadiumin Chennai, India leads by 308 runs. The day concluded with
India at 81 runs for the loss of 3 wickets, with Rishabh Pant and Shubman Gill both
remaining unbeaten. Pant scored 12 runs off 13 balls, while Gill has made 33 runs off
64 deliveries. Earlier in the day, Bangladesh struggled in response to India’s total of
374, managing only 149 runs as the Indian bowlers decimated their batting lineup with
ease. Jasprit Bumrah claimed four wickets, while Mohammed Siraj, Akash Deep, and

Ravindra Jadeja each took two wickets to help secure the dominant position for India.
