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EVE. AP-INDIAN ARMY FLOOD : The Indian Navy, under the leadership of the Eastern Naval
Command, is actively carrying out relief and rescue operations in the flood-hit areas of Andhra
Pradesh. Naval helicopters have been conducting extensive flying missions, delivering food packets,
medical supplies, and water bottles to individuals stranded by the rising floodwaters. Flood Relief
Teams (FRTs) are on the ground, evacuating people to safer locations and providing essential food
supplies to affected households. So far, more than 180 individuals have been rescued by the FRTs.
The Navy's efforts are ongoing as they work to assist the affected communities

EVE GOYAL MEDITERRANEAN : Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal today said India-
Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor, IMEC is an important initiative that can add to India's
maritime security and faster movement of goods between Europe and Asia. The Minister was
speaking at the India-Mediterranean Business Conclave 2024 in New Delhi. He said that IMEC was
launched during India’s G20 presidency and aims to integrate India, Europe, and Middle-East through
UAE, Saudi Arabia, Jordan, Israel and the European Union. Mr Goyal noted that lower logistics cost,
faster connectivity and secure movement of goods are dependent on better cooperation in this area.
He noted that initiatives like PLI scheme, Centre’s efforts towards Ease of Doing Business and
economic partnerships have boosted India’s manufacturing growth story. He added that nation’s
efforts to promote agri-value chains can support the initiatives between India and Mediterranean
countries. Mr Goyal also suggested that Government should have a working group on tourism
between the Mediterranean nations and India as there is a huge potential in this sector.

CHINA SUPER TYPHOON : A popular tourist island south of mainland China has been hit by the
most powerful typhoon in a decade, leaving the area facing potentially catastrophic winds and
torrential rain. According to state media, the 11th typhoon of the year Yagi slammed into Wenchang
city in the north-east of Hainan island with winds of 223 km per hour at 16:00 hrs local time today.
Local authorities said the southern Chinese province of Hainan had relocated over 4 lakh residents
ahead of Yagi's arrival. Operations at multiple tourist attraction sites have been suspended and traffic
control measures have been implemented in the province.The world's longest sea crossing, the main
bridge linking Hong Kong with Macau and Zhuhai in Guangdong, was also closed. Meteorologists say
Yagi may cause "catastrophic" damage in Hainan and neighbouring Guangdong, which is also China's
most populous province. Yagi is not just due to hit China, but is also expected to make landfall in
northern Vietnam late on Saturday in a weakened state. A super typhoon is equivalent to a Category
5 hurricane. Yagi which has doubled in strength after wreaking havoc in northern Philippines early
this week - is the second strongest typhoon so far this year.

ANDHRA-CM : Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister Chandrababu Naidu conducted an aerial survey to
assess the flood-affected regions in Andhra Pradesh. He examined the breach in the Budameru
embankment and traced the river’s flow into Kolleru Lake. During his visit, he closely inspected areas
where the Budameru River has faced encroachments and reviewed the damages and ongoing repair
efforts. Naidu also assessed the condition of the villages around Kolleru Lake and observed the flow
of the Krishna River downstream of the Prakasam Barrage. Additionally, he reviewed the Hamsala
Deevi region, where the Krishna River merges with the sea, and inspected the river island villages
along its course.



NEPAL-TEJ : The festival of 'Teej', also known as the 'Haritalika', is being observed by Nepali Hindu
women across Nepal today. Women observe fast without water and food praying for a happy family
life, longevity and a prosperous life of their spouse. The festivities begins with 'Dar' on the second
day of the new moon day in the month of Bhadra of the Nepali calendar, and is marked with fasting
and cultural programmes on the Teej day. Devotees pay homage to Lord Shiva, light lamps and
spend the night awake.  In Nepal, this is a unique festival when married daughters return to their
natal home on Teej, playing a significant role in keeping family relations cordial. Teej is also a
celebration of sisterhood too as sisters gather at their natal home and indulge in jubilant dancing &
singing. Shiva temples including the Pashupatinath Temple and Baaistara temple in Balajiu in
Kathmandu have an overwhelming number of women devotees performing pooja on the occasion of
teej. Today in the UNESCO Heritage site of Pashupatinath temple, only women devotees are allowed
to enter to perform pooja. To mark the occasion, the Government of Nepal announced a public
holiday for women only

REV. EVE. PARALYMPICS : At the Paris Paralympic Games, star athlete Praveen Kumar bagged a
gold medal in the Men's High Jump T64 final. Praveen secured the top spot on the podium with a
brilliant effort of 2.08m, setting a new Area record. In a tightly contested final, Praveen made seven
successful jumps in a row to claim the number one position. Loccident Derek of the USA won the
silver medal, while Giyazov Temurbek of Uzbekistan took home the bronze. With this gold, India have
climbed to the 14th spot in the medal tally with a total of 26 medals, including 6 gold, 9 silver and 11
bronze. On Day 9, Indian athletes will be eyeing podium finish in Power Lifting and multiple
disciplines of Athletics later in the day. In Powerlifting, Kasthuri Rajamani will be in action in women's
67kg final. In the evening session of Athletics, Bhavanaben Ajabaji Chaudhary will be in action in
Women's Javelin Throw F46 Final. The event will start at 10:30 PM IST. In the final medal event of
the day for India, Soman Rana and Hokato Hotozhe Sema will be eyeing a podium finish in Men's
Shot Put F57 Final.

REV PREZ PM — PRAVEEN: President Droupadi Murmu, Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar and
Prime Minister Narendra Modi have congratulated Praveen Kumar on winning gold medal in men's
high jump event at the Paris Paralympics. In a social media post, President Murmu said, by winning
medals at consecutive Paralympics with record-setting performances, Praveen has shown exceptional
consistency.

WAQF MEETING: A meeting of the Joint Committee on the Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024 was held
in New Delhi today. Representatives of Archaeological Survey of India, Zakat Foundation of India and
Telangana Waqgf Board put forth their views and suggestions before Committee. The Committee has
been constituted under Chairmanship of Lok Sabha MP Jagdambika Pal. The Waqgf (Amendment) Bill,
2024 is intended to overcome the shortcomings and to enhance the efficiency of the administration
and management of the Waqf properties. The Bill has provision of renaming of the Wagf Act, 1995 as
the Unified Wagf Management, Empowerment, Efficiency and Development Act, 1995. The Bill, which
was introduced in Lok Sabha during Budget Session, was referred to Joint Committee of Parliament
later.



TG FLOOD SIVRAJ: Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan and Minister State for Home,
Bandi Sanjay Kumar assured flood affected people all possible help in Khammam district. The
ministers held an aerial survey of the flood-hit areas in Khammam and then visited the Sagar Left
Canal breach at Paleru. They also visited farm fields in which crops were damaged due to floods.
State Agriculture Minister T Nageswar Rao and Revenue Minister P. Srinivas Reddy accompanied the
central ministers. Shivraj Singh Chouhan called on Chief Minister Revanth Reddy later this afternoon
and reviewed with officials over the damages due to heavy rains and floods.

WEATHER: Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places Adilabad, Jayashankar Bhupalpally,
Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Warangal and Hanamkonda districts of Telangana during the next
24 hours. Meteorological Centre said in its daily weather report that same situation is likely to prevail
in the State tomorrow and day after. Thunderstorm accompanied by lightning and gusty winds is
likely to occur at isolated places in Telangana during the next four days. Heavy rainfall occurred at a
few places in Narayanpet and at isolated places in Jogulamba Gadwal and Wanaparthy districts
during the last 24 hours.
