BJP today came down heavily on Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for
his alleged anti-India remarks in United States. The party also slammed
him for his remarks on reservation. Senior BJP leader and Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh has said that the kind of misleading and baseless things that
Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi saying during his foreign
tour are extremely shameful and hurt the dignity of India. In a social media
post, Mr Singh said, Mr Gandhi has said that the Sikh community in India is
not allowed to wear turbans in Gurdwaras and they are being prevented
from behaving according to their religion which is completely baseless and



far from the truth.

The Minister said, the entire country recognises and respects the
great role played by the Sikh community in protecting the culture of India.
He said, it is not befitting for an opposition leader to make such false
statements about them.

Mr Singh said, Mr Gandhi's claim that the NDA government wants to
abolish reservation is also completely baseless. He said, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi has strengthened the reservation system for the welfare
and development of Dalits, backward classes and tribals. The Defence
Minister said, the kind of claims Mr Gandhi has made on the soil of America
regarding the India-China border dispute are also misleading and beyond
facts. He said, Mr Gandhi should refrain from making such false
statements.

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah also hit out at
Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for his remark on reservation. Mr Shah said
it has once again brought to the forefront the Congress' anti-reservation
face. He said, as long as the BJP is there, neither can anyone abolish
reservation nor can anyone mess with the nation's security. Mr Shah said,
standing with forces that conspire to divide the country and making anti-
national statements have become a habit for Rahul Gandhi and the
Congress party. He said whether it was supporting the Jammu and Kashmir
National Conference's anti-national and anti-reservation agenda in Jammu
and Kashmir or making anti-India statements on foreign land, Rahul
Gandhi has always threatened the nation's security and hurt sentiments.

RAJNATH - BORDERS

Defence Minister, Rajnath Singh today underlined that border villages are
the country’s first villages, and the government is fully committed to their
holistic development. Addressing the Border Area Development Conclave in
New Delhi today, Mr Singh pointed out that India's geo-strategic position is
such that it is exposed to different kinds of challenges. He said the best
way to deal with them is to ensure border area development.

Highlighting the progress achieved in border area development in the



last ten years, the Minister said Border Roads Organisation has constructed
over 8 thousand 500 kilometres of roads and more than 400 permanent
bridges. He added that Atal Tunnel, Sela Tunnel and Shikun-La Tunnel,
which is going to be the world's highest tunnel, will prove to be milestones
in border area development. He further stated that government has started
the 220 Kilo-Volt Srinagar-Leh Electricity Line to connect the border areas
of Ladakh with the National Electricity Grid. The transmission and
distribution infrastructure of north-eastern states is being strengthened.
High-speed internet has been provided to over 1,500 villages through the
Bharat-Net broadband project. Defence Minister said that in the last four
years alone, more than seven thousand border villages have been
connected with internet connection. He said Centre's focus has been
Ladakh and Arunachal Pradesh.

The Minister emphasised promoting tourism in border areas is being
given special emphasis by the Government as it acts as a catalyst for the
development of the region. From 2020 to 2023, the footfall of tourists in
Ladakh, Sikkim and Arunachal Pradesh increased by 30 percent. Mr Singh
was pleased to note that there has been a significant increase of tourists in
Kashmir as compared to the last few years and this has resulted in job
creation and strengthening of local economy.

TELANGANA - CENTRAL TEAM

A six-member central team headed by Joint Secretary in the Union
Home Ministry, Col Kirti Pratap Singh is visiting the rain-hit Telangana to



assess the losses incurred due to the recent heavy rains and floods. The
team held discussions with the State Chief Secretary Shanti Kumari and
senior state government officials at the Secretariat in Hyderabad this
morning. The Chief Secretary informed that even though the weather alert
was received at very short notice, the administration was on high alert, and
swift action was taken by the state government which has resulted in less
loss of human life. She urged to the central team to make the guidelines
liberal to enable the state government to extend relief extensively. She also
sought the support of the NDMA in training and other logistics support for
the specialized teams. The central team advised conducting a detailed
study to find out the root cause for this ecological disaster which was
unprecedented and never heard before. It may be recalled that about 30
people died and over five thousand crore rupees damages occurred due to
heavy rains and floods that struck the state recently. The Central team will
be visiting the worst-affected areas in the state in two groups.

Telangana Chief Election Officer (CEO) Sudarshan Reddy has held a
meeting with representatives of political parties in the state in Hyderabad
today and discussed the progress of the ongoing voter enrolment drive. A
total of 11 representatives from various political parties attended the
meeting.

The BLOs are also assisting in updating and
correcting existing voter details, rationalizing voter distribution across
polling booths, and ensuring an overall improvement in voter enrolment
throughout the state.

A release later said the political party representatives offered
constructive suggestions and highlighted the importance of involving party
representatives more actively in the enrolment process.

CM-JOBS: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy announced that the government
will create 35,000 more jobs by the end of this year. He noted that over

He announced plans to establish a police residential school
on 50 acres, modelled after military schools. The Chief Minister reiterated
the government’s commitment to demolishing illegal structures, urging
those involved to let go of aggression and leave respectfully.

GREEN HYDROGEN: Union Minister for New and Renewable Energy
Pralhad Joshi said that Green Hydrogen production will be essential for
country to become Atma-Nirbhar in energy sector. Addressing second
International Conference on Green Hydrogen India 2024 in New Delhi
today, Joshi said that production of green hydrogen will help the country to
reduce its ammonia and natural gas imports, and bring down Carbon
dioxide emission by more than 25 million metric tonnes by 2030. The
Minister also highlighted that it will bring eight lakh crore rupees worth of
investment and generate six lakh job opportunities.

CS: A six-member Central team, led by Joint Secretary in the Union Home
Ministry Col K P Singh to assess the extensive damage caused across the
State due to the rainfall recently is visiting the effected districts in the
State. Before leaving to the districts, the team held discussions with the
Chief Secretary Shanti Kumari and senior state government officials at the
Secretariat today. The Chief Secretary informed the team that soon after
receiving the weather alert at short notice, the State administration acted
swiftly, resulting in a lower loss of human life. She urged the central team
to consider making the relief guidelines more flexible, enabling the State
government to provide broader assistance to the affected people. The
Chief Secretary sought support from the National Disaster Management
Authority (NDMA) for training and logistical backing for the specialized
teams to be formed by the State government on lines of National Disaster
Management force. The Chief Secretary brought to the notice of team the
massive tree felling and ecological disaster affecting 332 hectares in the



Eturnagaram region in Mulugu district. The central team recommended
conducting a detailed study to understand root cause of this ecological
disaster. Special Chief Secretary for Disaster Management Arvind Kumar
provided a comprehensive overview of damage and State government’s
relief measures. He reported that initial estimate of damages stood at
5,438 crore rupees, though final assessment is still underway. Senior
officials from agriculture, roads &buildings, municipal administration,
panchayat raj, energy, animal husbandry and forest departments gave
detailed presentations to the central team, outlining the damage caused by
the rains. Earlier, the central team viewed a photo exhibition showcasing
the extensive damage. The team will be touring the flood-affected districts
of Khammam and Mahbubabad to interact with those affected by the
floods and hold discussions with local administrations. PN 25
