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NDA: The BJP-led NDA has a slender majority in Rajya Sabha with the support of
six nominated members, which would help the party get the nod for key
legislations such as the Waqf (Amendment) Bill. After the recent by-elections, the
Upper House has an effective strength of 234, with the BJP having 96 members of
its own. The number of NDA MPs is 113. Six nominated members, who usually
cast their vote with the government, take the strength of the NDA to 119, two more
than the current halfway mark of 117.The Congress has 27 members in the Upper
House and its allies add another 58, taking the opposition alliance numbers to
