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Rev. IIHT HYDERABAD: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy formally launched the
premier institute Indian Institute of Handloom Technology at a grand event held at
Lalith Kala Thoranam in Hyderabad. The State Government has named the newly
established institute after freedom fighter Konda Lakshman Bapuji. After
inaugurating the IIHT, Chief Minister Revanth Reddy reiterated the government’s
commitment for the welfare of farmers and weavers and assured that about 30
crore rupees loans in handloom sector will be waived off. He also said the
government will give two Uni-design sarees to each member of SHG women
groups. He said orders for about one and half crore sarees will be given to
handloom weavers in the state. He further informed that measures will be initiated
to hold elections to cooperative societies. Earlier, Textiles Minister Tummala
Nageswar Rao said the government has taken measures to provide distinctive
identity for handlooms in the lines of trademark to protect weavers as well as
consumers. He also said the government is working towards resolving the issues
of weavers on a permanent basis. IIHT will provide three-year diploma courses in
all weaving technologies and is the sixth such institute in the country. The
government will provide 2500 rupees stipend to each student. ---MSL 17

HC: Telangana High Court today directed Assembly Speaker’s Office to decide on
disqualification of defected BRS MLAs within four weeks. The court warned that
if no decision is made within the timeframe, it will take up the case suo moto and
resume trial. Several MLAs elected on BRS party ticket defected to Congress
party. The petition was filed by BRS MLAs Padi Kaushik Reddy and Vivekananda
Goud, along with BJP MLA Aleti Maheshwar Reddy in High Court seeking
disqualification of defected MLAs Daman Nagender, Tellam Venkatarao, and
Kadiam Srihari. The High Court bench after hearing instructed the Speaker’s
Office Secretary to resolve issue of defected MLAs within four weeks. Meanwhile
BRS working president KT Rama Rao welcomed Telangana High Court’s verdict.
He termed judgment as a ‘slap in the face’ of Congress Party, which adopted
double standards on party defections. In a statement, Rama Rao said while the
Congress promised strict anti-defection laws during elections, but encouraged
defections undermining the democratic process.
