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RAINS-CM: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy has appealed to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi to declare the recent heavy rains and flooding in the state a national
calamity, citing significant loss of life, widespread crop damage across lakhs of
acres, and extensive property destruction. Chief Minister urged him to personally
visit Telangana to assess the severe impact of the flooding. In response to the
heavy rains, Chief Minister Revanth Reddy also held a review meeting with senior
officials at the Police Command Control Centre in Jubilee Hills today morning, an
official statement said. During the meeting, officials from the Meteorological
Department were consulted on the causes of the unusually heavy rains and the
weather forecast for the coming days. The Chief Minister emphasized the need for
Immediate action in the most affected districts, including Adilabad, Nizamabad,
and Nirmal, where heavy rains are expected to continue. He ordered the dismissal
of district collectors, officers, and staff of all departments who fails to performs
their duties effectively. He ordered the establishment of control rooms in District
Collectorates, with continuous 24-hour monitoring. Additionally, the Chief
Minister directed officials to monitor ponds, culverts, low-level causeways, and
other vulnerable areas closely, and to issue weather bulletins every three hours.
The Chief Minister announced compensation packages upto 5 lakh rupees for each
family of those who lost their lives, upto 50,000 rupees for dairy cattle and upto
5,000 rupees for goats and sheep. The government preliminary estimates indicated
damage to approximately 5 lakh acres of crop. Chief Minister also proposed
training one-third of the state's 8 battalions of young police officers in NDRF-style
disaster response. The Chief Minister ordered young police be given training as per
the NDRF cirucullum . PN 24

NADDA: Union Minister and National BJP President JP Nadda today expressed
deep concern over the severe flooding and heavy rainfall situation in Telangana. In
a detailed telephonic conversation with Union Minister and State BJP President
Kishan Reddy, Nadda shared his worries about the loss of lives, damage to crops,
and destruction of properties across the State.

Very heavy rainfall was also recorded in parts of Nirmal and Medak districts,
while isolated places in North Telangana districts received significant rainfall. PN

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SCR: South Central Railway (SCR) has launched a major track restoration
operation between Intikanne and Kesamudram stations in Mahabubabad district
after sections of the railway line were washed away by heavy rains since last two
days.

Over the past two days, around 177 trains have been
cancelled, nine have been partially cancelled, and 103 trains have been diverted via
alternate routes to avoid delays in the affected section.
