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PREZ - WATER WEEK (EARLY) : President Droupadi Murmu has inaugurated 8th India Water Week at
Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi today. Speaking at the occasion, the President said that Amrit Sarovars were
constructed and many water bodies were revived during Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav. President Murmu
highlighted said that indian ancient scriptures have mentioned about water conservation thousands of years
ago. During the four day event, around four thousand delegates including two hundred foreign delegates
from 40 countries will participate and more than one hundred exhibitors and startups will showcase their ideas
in the water sector during the exhibition.

DELHI CM : AAP leader Atishi will be the new Chief Minister of Delhi. She was elected as the leader of AAP
Legislative Party during party MLAs meeting in New Delhi today. Two days back after coming out from jail,
Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal had announced that he will resign from his post. Mr. Kejriwal is scheduled
to meet Delhi Lieutenant-Governor V.K. Saxena this evening to tender his resignation.

WB RG KAR : The Enforcement Directorate (ED) is conducting searches at various places in Kolkata in
relation to the alleged financial irregularities at R G Kar Medical College and Hospital today. The home and
nursing home of Sudipto Roy, MLA from the Trinamool Congress and chairman of the RG Kar Rogi Kalyan
Samiti, are also being searched in the city.

To commemorate the merger of the erstwhile Hyderabad State in the Indian Union on this day in 1948,
Union Culture Ministry is celebrating the occasion on a grand scale at the Parade Grounds in Secunderabad.
Union Coal and Mines Minister G. Kishan Reddy will unfurl the national flag on the occasion. Union Minister of
state for Home Bandi Sanjay Kumar, Rajya Sabha MP K. Laxman among others will also be present. A parade
by the Central armed police forces and a spectacular display by cultural troupes will be held on the occasion.
On the other hand, the state government is celebrating the occasion officially as 'Praja Palana Dinotsavam'
means people's governance day. Chief Minister Revanth Reddy will be hoisting the national flag at the
ceremonial event being held at Public Gardens in Hyderabad while, ministers and other designated dignitaries
will hoist tricolour at district headquarters. Two separate events are being held by the state and the Central
governments to mark the day for the past three years. It may be recalled that the previous BRS government
celebrated September 17 as 'National Integration Day' for the past two years. Union Home Minister Amit Shah
hoisted the national flag at 'Hyderabad Liberation Day' programme at Parade Ground during the period.
