In Hockey, defending champion India are playing against its arch-rivals Pakistan in
their fiftth and final pool match of the Men's Asian Champions Trophy tournament at
Hulunbuir in China, today.

India were leading by 2-1, when the last reports came in.
The last time India faced Pakistan, the eventual India thrashed 10-2 in the Pool A
match at the Asian Games.This is the highest ever margin of victory for India against

Pakistan and the first time India scored more than seven goals in 180 face-offs so far.

Four-time champions India have already qualified for the semifinals after their fourth
straight win in the league phase against South Korea. The Harmanpreet Singh-led team,



which has remained unbeaten in the tournament so far, currently tops the points table with
twelve points and, irrespective of the result against Pakistan, will finish first in the round-
robin stage.

The six-team tournament is being played in a round-robin format, with the top four
teams qualifying for the semifinals on the 16th of September. The final is scheduled for the

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GOVT - ONION

Commerce and Industry Ministry has said that government is adopting bulk sales
strategies to ensure availability of onions to consumers at affordable price. The Ministry
said, government is working closely with state governments to ensure a targeted and
steady supply of Onion, based on evolving supply- demand conditions and price trends. It
said, the ultimate goal of the government is to ensure that every household across the
country has access to affordable onions. The Ministry said, government is committed to
maintaining vigilant oversight of onion prices and continue taking proactive decisions for
onion disposal in high-price centres to protect consumers from any further price escalation.

The Ministry said, Centre’s initiative of retail selling of Onion at subsidised rate reflecting
decline in price. The retail sale of onion, at the subsidised rate of 35 rupees per kg, was
rolled out with the flagging off of mobile vans on 5th of this month. The wholesale disposal
has already commenced in major cities such as Delhi, Mumbai, and Chennai and will be
extended to Hyderabad, Bangalore and Kolkata in coming days, and eventually to all state
capitals. The Ministry said, the wholesale disposal is happening through both road transport
as well as railway network. It said, this initiative will bring logistical efficiency and also
reduce post-harvest losses.

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SUNITA WILLIAMS VOTE

Two American astronauts, Sunita Williams and Butch Wilmore, stuck on the
International Space Station (ISS), expressed their desire to vote in the upcoming US
presidential elections this November. The astronauts stuck on ISS due to technical issues
with their spacecraft.

During a live press conference last night, from 250 miles above Earth aboard the
ISS, the Indian-origin astronaut Sunita Williams, along with Butch Willmore said that they
have requested a ballot to vote in the upcoming US elections, emphasising the ‘important
role’ that citizens play in the democratic process.

The duo travelled to the ISS abroad Boeing's Starliner space shuttle in its first
crewed mission, on June 5 for an originally planned stay of 8 days. However, after the
shuttle experienced some technical malfunction, their return was cancelled and the vessel
returned without them. The duo is now expected to return aboard SpaceX's Crew-9 mission
in February 2025.
