In the evening, Mr Modi will inaugurate
and lay the foundation stone of multiple development projects worth more
than eight thousand crore rupees in Ahmedabad.

On Tuesday, 17th September, Prime Minister Modi will travel to Odisha.

Mr Modi will also lay the foundation stone and dedicate to the nation various
development projects worth more than three thousand 800 crore rupees in
Bhubaneswar, Odisha.

REV CAMPAIGNING-J&K AND HARYANA

Campaigning is in full swing for the first phase of assembly elections in
Jammu and Kashmir. 24 assembly constituencies will go to polls in this phase
on 18th of this month. Top leaders of major political parties are leaving no
stone unturned to woo the voters. Prime Minister and Senior BIP leader
Narendra Modi will address an election rally in Doda district today. The
Congress and National Conference are also campaigning for their party
candidates. Jammu and Kashmir BIP Chief Spokesperson, Sunil Sethi
addressed a press conference in Jammu yesterday. He accused National
Conference and Congress of bringing gun culture in Kashmir and promoting
separatism and terrorism. He said these two parties have now again come
together to bring destruction in Jammu and Kashmir. Mr Sethi said in these



elections, only BJP is talking about development, peace and welfare of the
people while other parties are only speaking about bringing back Article 370.
He further added that Prime Minister Narendra Modi established peace in the
Union Territory and ensured all round development in Jammu and Kashmir.
He said, Mr Modi has a vision and roadmap to make Jammu and Kashmir the
most developed region of the country.

Meanwhile, former Chief Minister and Democratic Progressive Azad
Party Chairman, Ghulam Nabi Azad addressed three public gatherings at
Dooru, Qazigund and Devsar in South Kashmir yesterday. Speaking at the
rallies, Mr Azad strongly asserted his commitment to protect the rights of the
people of Jammu and Kashmir. On the occasion, he announced his intention
to introduce a law in the Assembly that would ensure the security of jobs and
land for the residents of the region.

Polling in the Union Territory is being held in three phases. Voting for
the second phase will take place on the 25th of this month and for the third
phase on 1st of October. Meanwhile, after the scrutiny of nomination papers
for the final phase of assembly polls yesterday, candidature of 449
contestants was found valid. The last date for withdrawal of candidature is
the 17th of September. Election campaign has also pick up pace for
single-phase assembly polls in Haryana.

Prime Minister and senior BIP leader Narendra Modi will launch party's
campaign in the state today. Mr Modi will hold election rally at Theme Park of
Kurukshetra this afternoon. It will be the first election rally of the Prime
Minister in Haryana. Congress and other regional parties are also making
efforts to woo voters. Meanwhile, after scrutiny of nomination papers
yesterday, candidature of 1,561 contestants were found valid out of 1,747.
The nominations can be withdrawn till the 16th of this month.

Voting for the 90-member state assembly will be held on the 5th of
October. Counting of votes for assembly polls in Haryana and Jammu and
Kashmir will take place on the 8th of next month.

CENTRE-WHEAT STOCK LIMIT

The Centre has revised wheat stock holding limits for traders,
wholesalers, big chain retailers, and processors to check its price rise and
hoarding. In a statement, Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public
Distribution said, the revised stock limits on wheat for traders and
wholesalers will now be two thousand metric tonnes as against three
thousand metric tonnes earlier. For processors, the limit has been reduced to
60 per cent from the earlier limit of 70 per cent of their monthly installed
capacity multiplied by the remaining months of the 2024-25 fiscal. The stock
limits have been kept unchanged for individual retailers who continue to
stock up to 10 tonnes of wheat. Big chain retailers can store wheat up to 10
metric tonnes in each outlet. The Ministry had imposed the stock limits on
wheat on 24th of June this year. The restrictions will remain in force till 31st
of March next year, across all states and Union Territories. The Ministry
added that all wheat stocking entities are required to register on the wheat
stock limit portal and update the stock position on every Friday. Officials of
Central and State Governments will be closely monitoring enforcement of
these stock limits to ensure that no artificial scarcity of wheat is created in the
country. It added that the total production of one thousand 129 lakh metric
tonnes (LMT) of wheat was recorded during Rabi season this year and there



is ample availability of wheat in the country.

IMD-WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very
heavy to extremely heavy rainfall over Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, Bihar,
Jharkhand and Chattisgarh today, under the influence of a depression over
northeast Bay of Bengal. Extremely heavy rainfall is also expected over
Uttarakhand today. The weather department has also forecast heavy rainfall over
Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur and Bihar for the next
two-three days. Meanwhile, the IMD predicted generally cloudy weather with
moderate rain over Delhi and adjoining NCR region today.

US-UK TALKS: The Prime Minister of United Kingdom (UK) Keir Starmer held a
meeting with US President Joe Biden at White House in Washington yesterday. In
the meeting, both leaders discussed the possible next course of action in the
Russia-Ukraine conflict and the situation in West Asia. The meeting comes as
Western allies consider changing their policy to allow Ukraine to use long-range
weapons, provided by the US and Britain, to strike into Russian territory. Earlier,
Russian President Vladimir Putin has warned NATO alliance leaders that if Western
nations allow Ukraine to use long-range weapons to strike inside Russia then be
considered an act against his country.

MUMBAI ACCIDENT: Two brothers were killed in a massive road accident near
Dewada Sugar Mill in Mohadi Taluka of Bhandara district this morning. The siblings
died on the spot after an unidentified vehicle hit their scooty. The incident took
place between the sugar factory and Devada road. The police are investigating the
accident.
