In Jammu and Kashmir, seven districts will vote for the first time in an assembly
election in 10 years as the stage is set for phase-I polling in the Union Territory tomorrow.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu and Defence Minister Yoav Gallant held a
security assessment meeting at the HaKirya military base in Tel Aviv after deadly pager
explosions rattled Lebanon yesterday. On the other hand, Hezbollah has said, it is conducting
security and scientific investigations to identify the reasons behind these explosions. In a
separate statement, the group blamed Israel for the attacks and vowed to retaliate. Israel
has not claimed responsibility for the incidents. Lebanese Health Ministry said, in the pager
explosions yesterday, at least eight people were killed and more than 2,800 were injured,
including Hezbollah members. According to Iranian media, Iran’s ambassador to Lebanon,
Mojtaba Amani was also injured in one of the blasts. Citing concerns of a potential escalation,
local authorities in northern Israel have asked residents to remain near shelters and have
reinforced safe rooms.
