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PREZ — ALGERIA: President Droupadi Murmu reached Algiers the capital city of Algeria last
evening, as part of her week-long three nation visit to Algeria, Mauritania and Malawi. On the second
day of her visit in Algeria today, President is scheduled to hold various bilateral meetings with
Algerian leadership, aiming to give a major impetus for strengthening and expanding the Indo-
Algerian relations. President Droupadi Murmu was accorded a warm ceremonial welcome on her
arrival at the Algiers International Airport last evening. She was welcomed by the President of
People's Democratic Republic of Algeria Abdelmadjid Tebboune. Speaking at the community reception
later in the evening last day, President appreciated the efforts of Indian community in Algeria and
urged them to continue the good work thus strengthening the Indo Algerian relation. Today,
President Droupadi Murmu is scheduled to visit the Magam Echahid the martyrs memorial, built in
memory of the fighters of the Algerian war of Independence, and lay wreath there. President will also



visit the Mujahid Musuem. President is also scheduled to have bilateral meeting with her counterpart
Abdelmadijid Tebboune and other delegation level talks. She will also address the Algerian India
Economic Forum today. On the second leg of the visit, President Droupadi Murmu will visit Mauritania
on 16th October and in the final leg, President will visit Malawi from 17th to 19th October. During
the visit to these countries, the President is scheduled to hold bilateral meetings with the leadership
and to also interact with key trade and industry leaders and the Indian diaspora. The three nation
visit by President Droupadi Murmu aims to further expand and strengthen India’s ties with the
countries in Africa.

BIRLA — IPU: Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla, who is leading a Parliamentary delegation to the 149th
Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU), arrived in Geneva last night. In a social media post,
Mr. Birla said that during his visit he will address the assembly on the theme "Harnessing science,
technology and innovation for a more peaceful and sustainable future". The assembly will continue till
the 17th of this month. Mr Birla will participate in the meetings of the IPU’s Governing council and
will meet the Indian Diaspora in Geneva today. Besides, he will also meet his counterparts from other
Parliaments on the sidelines of the Assembly. The Delegation comprises, Rajya Sabha Deputy
Chairman Harivansh Singh, Secretary General of both the houses and various other Members of
Parliament.

BJP — APPOINTMENT: BJP has appointed Union Home Minister Amit Shah and Madhya Pradesh
Chief Minister Mohan Yadav as Central observers for the Haryana BJP legislature party meeting to
elect its leader. The Party has also appointed Union Minister Pralhad Joshi and party's National
General Secretary Tarun Chugh as Central observers for the Jammu and Kashmir BIP legislature
party meeting to elect its leader.

HEZBOLLAH DRONE ATTACK: In Israel, at least four Israeli soldiers have been killed and more
than 58 others were injured in a Hezbollah drone attack on an army base in central-northern Israel,
last night. According to the the Israel Defense Forces (IDF), an unmanned aerial vehicle, or UAV,
launched by Hezbollah hit an army base adjacent to Binyamina, a town north of Tel Aviv.Meanwhile,
the Lebanon-based militant group Hezbollah said, the attack was in response to Israeli strikes in
Lebanon Thursday that killed 22 people and injured 117. The claim of responsibility for the attack
came shortly after the militant group released an audio message from its slain leader Hassan
Nasrallah calling on its members to defend your people, your family, your nation, your values and
your dignity. Violence has surged in the West Bank since the start of the war in Gaza following the
Hamas-led terrorist attack in Israel in October last year.

UP - BEHRAICH CLASHES : In Uttar Pradesh, police have arrested one person who allegedly
opened fire on the Durga Pooja procession resulting in the death of a youth in Behraich district. Few
others also got injured in the clash which happened between two groups during Durga idols visarjan
on Saturday evening in Rehua Mansoor village of Hardi area. Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath
instructed officials to take strict action against the perpetrators of the violence. A 22 years old youth
died after receiving bullet injury in the incident. Situation is tense in the whole district. Earlier
Behraich to Sitapur highway was blocked by agitators demanding action against the culprits. Heavy
police force has been deployed in the area to maintain law and order.

J&K - PREZ RULE :Centre has revoked the President's rule in Jammu and Kashmir, paving the way
for the formation of a new government in the Union Territory. A notification in this regard has been
issued by the Central government. National Conference Vice President Omar Abdullah has staked the



claim to form a new government in J&K. National Conference - Congress alliance has secured
majority in the recently held assembly elections.In a significant political development, President’s rule
in Jammu and Kashmir has been revoked late last night paving the way for the formation of a new
government in the Union Territory. A gazette notification to this effect was issued by the Union Home
Ministry. Earlier, National Conference Vice President Omar Abdullah met Lieutenant Governor Manoj
Sinha on Friday in Raj Bhawan Srinagar and had staked claim for the formation of the new
government in Jammu and Kashmir. Notably, this would be the second tenure of Omar Abdullah as
Chief Minister and first elected government in Jammu and Kashmir after the abrogation of Article 370
and 35-A in 2019 and the bifurcation of the erstwhile State into two Union Territories, Ladakh and
Jammu & Kashmir.

US - INDIA STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP FORUM :The US-India Strategic Partnership Forum
(USISPF) is set to host its annual 'India Leadership Summit 2024' in New Delhi today to enhance
bilateral trade, supply chains, semiconductor investment, Al and next-gen technologies cooperation.
The summit follows on the heels of Prime Minister Narendra Modi's successful recent visit to the US
for the Quad Leaders' Summit and the United Nations General Assembly (UNGA). The day-long
summit also aims to bolster defence ties, promote clean energy and secure a free and open Indo-
Pacific. John Chambers, Chairman of USISPF has said that this is India's century and he is excited
about the possibilities that lie ahead as we work closely with Indian leaders to build a shared and
prosperous future for both nations. The summit offers a vital platform to strengthen the dynamic
strategic partnership between Washington and New Delhi. The summit will feature sessions with
prominent leaders including Union Ministers Piyush Goyal, Dharmendra Pradhan and Jyotiraditya
Scindia, among other key officials. The summit will delve into strategies for fortifying India’s
manufacturing economy, as Washington and New Delhi collaborate on rebuilding and realigning
global supply chains.

IMD — WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy rainfall over
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala and Coastal Andhra Pradesh during next three to four days.
The IMD has also predicted heavy rainfall over Coastal and South Interior Karnataka tomorrow.
Meanwhile, light to moderate rainfall conditions will prevail over Gujarat, Konkan, Goa, Madhya
Maharashtra, Marathwada, Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh during the week. The weather
agency said that Southwest Monsoon has further withdrawn from remaining parts of Bihar,
Jharkhand, entire West Bengal, Sikkim and some more parts of Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh,
Odisha, Assam and Meghalaya. While, Southwest Monsoon is likely to withdraw from remaining parts
of the country during the subsequent two days.

WOMEN'S T20 WC CRICKET: In the Women's T20 Cricket World Cup, Australia beat India by
nine runs in a Group-A match at Sharjah Cricket Stadium last night and sealed their place in the
semi-finals. On the other hand, India's chances to qualify for the semis rest with the result of the
final Group A encounter between New Zealand and Pakistan. If Pakistan win the match then India
will become the second team from the group to reach semis. Chasing a target of 152 runs, India
made 142 for nine in the stipulated twenty overs. Earlier, in another match of the Women's T20
Cricket World Cup, England beat Scotland by 10 wickets in a Group-B match at Sharjah yesterday
evening. Chasing 110 runs for a victory, England made 113 with 10 overs to spare. Today, Pakistan
Women will take on New Zealand Women in the Group A match at Dubai International Cricket
Stadium. The match will start at 7:30 PM Indian Standard Time.
