J&K - PREZ RULE  
 Centre has revoked the President's rule in Jammu and Kashmir, paving the way 
for the formation of a new government in the Union Territory. A notification in this 
regard has been issued by the Central government. National Conference Vice President 
Omar Abdullah has staked the claim to form a new government in J&K. National 
Conference - Congress alliance has secured majority in the recently held assembly 
elections.

 In a significant political development, President’s rule in Jammu and 
Kashmir has been revoked late last night paving the way for the formation of 
a new government in the Union Territory. A gazette notification to this effect 
was issued by the Union Home Ministry. Earlier, National Conference Vice 
President Omar Abdullah met Lieutenant Governor Manoj Sinha on Friday in 
Raj Bhawan Srinagar and had staked claim for the formation of the new 
government in Jammu and Kashmir. Notably, this would be the second 
tenure of Omar Abdullah as Chief Minister and first elected government in 
Jammu and Kashmir after the abrogation of Article 370 and 35-A in 2019 and 
the bifurcation of the erstwhile State into two Union Territories, Ladakh and

 President Droupadi Murmu reached Algiers the capital city of Algeria last 
evening, as part of her week-long three nation visit to  Algeria, Mauritania and Malawi. 
On the second day of her visit in Algeria today, President is scheduled to hold various 
bilateral meetings with Algerian leadership, aiming to give a major impetus for 
strengthening and expanding the Indo-Algerian relations.

  President  Droupadi Murmu was accorded a warm ceremonial 
welcome on her arrival at the Algiers International Airport last evening. She 
was welcomed by the President of People's Democratic Republic of Algeria 
Abdelmadjid Tebboune. Speaking at the community reception later in the 
evening last day, President appreciated the efforts of Indian community in 
Algeria and urged them to continue the good work thus strengthening the 
Indo Algerian relation. Today, President Droupadi Murmu is scheduled to 
visit the Maqam Echahid the martyrs memorial, built in memory of the 
fighters of the Algerian war of Independence, and lay wreath there. 
President will also visit the Mujahid Musuem. President is also scheduled to 
have bilateral meeting with her counterpart Abdelmadjid Tebboune and 
other delegation level talks. She will also address the Algerian India 
Economic Forum today. Mayusha for Akashvani News from Algiers. 
 On the second leg of the visit, President Droupadi Murmu will visit Mauritania on 
16th  October and in the final leg, President will visit Malawi  from 17th to 19th 
October. During the visit to these countries, the President is scheduled to hold bilateral 
meetings with the leadership and to also interact with key trade and industry leaders 
and the Indian diaspora. The three nation visit by President Droupadi Murmu aims to 
further expand and strengthen India’s ties with the countries in Africa. 
 
RBI GOVERNOR 
  
 Reserve Bank of India (RBI) Governor Shaktikanta Das today said that India has 
developed a world-class digital public infrastructure which has facilitated the 
development of high-quality digital financial products. He said, the country is now home 
to the world's third most vibrant startup ecosystem, with over one lakh 40 thousand 
startups, and more than a hundred unicorns. 
 Addressing an event RBI@90 High-Level Conference in New Delhi today, Mr Das 
stressed that India’s experience in digital public infrastructure can be leveraged by 
other countries to improve and usher in a global digital revolution. On the use of digital 
currencies, the RBI Governor said, Central Bank Digital Currencies (CBDC) has the 
potential to facilitate efficient cross-border payments. He said, India is one of the few 
countries that have launched both wholesale and retail CBDCs. He said, harmonisation 
of standards and interoperability would be important for CBDCs for cross-border 
payments and to overcome the serious financial stability concerns associated with 
cryptocurrencies. 



 On the challenges posed by the Artificial Intelligence and Machine Learning in 
the financial sector, Mr Das said, AI has introduced new vulnerabilities, such as 
increased susceptibility to cyberattacks and data breaches. He asked the banks and 
other financial institutions to put in place adequate risk mitigation measures against all 
these risks. 
 The Governor also raised concern over the rising debt saying that global public 
debt has surged post the pandemic to 93.2 per cent of GDP in 2023 and is likely to 
increase to 100 per cent of GDP by 2029. He said, in major economies, debt-GDP ratios 
are on an upward trajectory, raising concerns about their sustainability and their 
negative spillovers for the broader global economy. 
 
US - INDIA STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP FORUM  

 The US-India Strategic Partnership Forum (USISPF) is set to host its annual 
'India Leadership Summit 2024' in New Delhi today to enhance bilateral trade, supply 
chains, semiconductor investment, AI and next-gen technologies cooperation. The 
summit follows on the heels of Prime Minister Narendra Modi's successful recent visit to 
the US for the Quad Leaders' Summit and the United Nations General Assembly 
(UNGA). The day-long summit also aims to bolster defence ties, promote clean energy 
and secure a free and open Indo-Pacific. John Chambers, Chairman of USISPF has said 
that this is India's century and he is excited about the possibilities that lie ahead as we 
work closely with Indian leaders to build a shared and prosperous future for both 
nations. The summit offers a vital platform to strengthen the dynamic strategic 
partnership between Washington and New Delhi. The summit will feature sessions with 
prominent leaders including Union Ministers Piyush Goyal, Dharmendra Pradhan and 
Jyotiraditya Scindia, among other key officials. The summit will delve into strategies for 
fortifying India’s manufacturing economy, as Washington and New Delhi collaborate on 
rebuilding and realigning global supply chains. 

 
BIRLA - IPU 

 Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla, who is leading a Parliamentary delegation to the 
149th Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU), arrived in Geneva last night. In 
a social media post, Mr. Birla said that during his visit he will address the assembly on 
the theme "Harnessing science, technology and innovation for a more peaceful and 
sustainable future". The assembly will continue till the 17th of this month. Mr Birla will 
participate in the meetings of the IPU’s Governing council and will meet the Indian 
Diaspora in Geneva today. Besides, he will also meet his counterparts from other 
Parliaments on the sidelines of the Assembly. The Delegation comprises, Rajya Sabha 
Deputy Chairman Harivansh Singh, Secretary General of both the houses and various 
other Members of Parliament. 
 
BJP - APPOINTMENT 
 BJP has appointed Union Home Minister Amit Shah and Madhya Pradesh Chief 



Minister Mohan Yadav as Central observers for the Haryana BJP legislature party 
meeting to elect its leader. 
 The Party has also appointed Union Minister Pralhad Joshi and party's National 
General Secretary Tarun Chugh as Central observers for the Jammu and Kashmir BJP 
legislature party meeting to elect its leader. 
 
J&K- TEMPLE LAND  
 In Jammu and Kashmir, government has directed both Divisional Commissioners 
and all 20 Deputy Commissioners to ensure demarcation of land of temples in their 
respective jurisdiction and removal of encroachments. Detailed status of all the historic 
temples will be collected and hosted on the website of the Department of Culture. The 
J&K Chief Secretary recently held deliberations on restoration of temples in the Union 
Territory in the light of an order passed by the High Court of J&K and Ladakh. Following 
the order of the High Court, the petitioner submitted a representation to the Chief 
Secretary followed by reminder seeking constitution of a committee to look after the 
temples and demarcation of the land of temples etc. The Chief Secretary directed 
Department of Culture to coordinate with both Divisional Commissioners to collect data 
from all the Deputy Commissioners on the status of temples along with land and after 
compilation of data the same should be hosted on the website of Department of 
Culture. 
 
FLIGHTS - BOMB THREAT 
 
 An Air India flight bound to New York from Mumbai was diverted to Delhi this 
morning following a bomb threat. All the passengers are safe and nothing has been 
found upon inspection so far.  
 IndiGo flight operating from Mumbai to Muscat had received a similar bomb 
threat. As per protocol, the aircraft was taken to an isolated bay, and mandatory 
security checks were promptly initiated. IndiGo flight operating from Mumbai to Jeddah 
also received a bomb threat.  
 Meanwhile, Mumbai-Howrah Mail received a threat to blow up the train with a 
timer bomb. The train was stopped at Jalgaon station and no suspicious object was 
found in it after checking. The train proceeded towards its destination after this. 
 
IMD - WEATHER 
 The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy rainfall over 
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala and Coastal Andhra Pradesh during next three 
to four days. The IMD has also predicted heavy rainfall over Coastal and South Interior 
Karnataka tomorrow. Meanwhile, light to moderate rainfall conditions will prevail over 
Gujarat, Konkan, Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, 
Chhattisgarh during the week. 
 The weather agency said that Southwest Monsoon has further withdrawn from 
remaining parts of Bihar, Jharkhand, entire West Bengal, Sikkim and some more parts 
of Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha,  Assam and Meghalaya. While, Southwest 



Monsoon is likely to withdraw from remaining parts of the country during the 
subsequent two days. 
 
TELANGANA- TEMPERATURES  
 Temperatures are likely to dip sharply across Telangana state in the upcoming 
winter season. India Meteorological Department (IMD) in its latest forecast revealed 
that the winter this year is likely to be severe for the state due to various reasons 
including possible La Nina conditions. The recurring La Nina phenomenon, characterised 
by cooler-than-normal ocean temperatures in the central and eastern Pacific, often 
results in colder winters in parts of India, including Telangana. This year’s forecast 
suggests another challenging winter ahead. The IMD warns that the impact of La Nina 
could extend beyond low temperatures, with higher chances of fog during the 
mornings, potentially disrupting visibility. Historically, Hyderabad’s winters have 
remained relatively mild, but La Nina has occasionally altered the seasonal norm, 
bringing unusually cold spells. According to Telangana State Development Planning 
Society (TSDPS) data, Telangana has experienced similar weather patterns in previous 
years under La Nina’s influence lastly in 2022the last of them in 2022. That year, 
temperatures dropped to around 8°C in some areas. 
 
SPAIN-PROTESTS 
 
 In Spain, tens of thousands of people protested in Madrid yesterday, demanding 
more affordable housing amid rising rental prices. Protesters marched through Madrid, 
calling for lower rents and better living conditions. The organizers claimed that more 
than 150,000 people participated in the protests; however, government estimates put 
the number at around 22,000. Spain is struggling to balance income from tourism with 
addressing citizens' concerns over high rents caused by gentrification and landlords 
shifting to more lucrative tourist rentals. In July, the Spanish government announced a 
crackdown on short-term and seasonal holiday lettings. 
 
 
HOCKEY 
 The fourth Hockey India Senior Women Inter-Department National Championship 
will begin today at Major Dhyan Chand Stadium in New Delhi.  The tournament will 
feature 12 teams divided into four pools, and it will run till 21st of this month. During 
the league stage, each team will play against all other teams in their pool. 
 
WOMEN'S T20 WC CRICKET 
 In the Women's T20 Cricket World Cup, Australia beat India by nine runs in a 
Group-A match at Sharjah Cricket Stadium last night and sealed their place in the 
semi-finals. Australia maintained their unbeaten record in the tournament with fourth 
consecutive win in the group stage. On the other hand, India's chances to qualify for 
the semis rest with the result of the final Group A encounter between New Zealand and 
Pakistan. If Pakistan win the match then India will become the second team from the 



group to reach semis. 

 Chasing a target of 152 runs, India made 142 for nine in the stipulated twenty 
overs. Skipper Harmanpreet Kaur scored unbeaten 54 runs while Deepti Sharma made 
29 runs. For Australia, Annabel Sutherland and Sophie Molineux took two wickets each, 
while Megan Schutt and Ashleigh Gardner claimed a wicket each. Sophie Molineux was 
declared Player of the Match. 

  Earlier Australia's stand-in captain Tahlia McGrath won the toss and elected to 
bat. Batting first, Australia made 151 runs losing eight wickets in the allotted 20 overs. 
For Australia, Grace Harris with 40 was the highest scorer while skipper Tahlia McGrath 
and Ellyse Perry made 32 runs. India's Renuka Thakur Singh, Deepti Sharma bagged 
two wickets each and Pooja Vastrakar, Radha Yadav and Shreyanka Patil bagged one 
wicket each. 

  Earlier, in another match of the Women's T20 Cricket World Cup, England 
beat Scotland by 10 wickets in a Group-B match at Sharjah yesterday evening. Chasing 
110 runs for a victory, England made 113 with 10 overs to spare.   
 Today, Pakistan Women will take on New Zealand Women in the Group A match 
at Dubai International Cricket Stadium. The match will start at 7:30 PM Indian Standard 
Time.
