The World Health Organization has announced that it has approved the first



diagnostic test for Mpox disease. The emergency use authorisation is expected to
significantly enhance diagnostic capacity in countries experiencing mpox outbreaks,
where the demand for quick and accurate testing has surged. So far, over 800 people
have died from mpox in Africa, with more than 30,000 cases reported. According to the
African Union's disease control center, the disease has been detected in 16 countries,
with the most severe impact seen in the Democratic Republic of Congo. Mpox is caused
by a virus transmitted to humans from infected animals and can spread between people
through close physical contact. Symptoms include fever, muscle aches, and large boil-like

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DAY PAKISTAN-PROTEST

In Pakistan, the government of Pakistan has decided to hand over the security of
the capital, Islamabad to the Pakistan Army, amid the fast-changing security situation
with violent protests, clashes, arrests, cellular services and internet blockades.
Islamabad and its twin city Rawalpindi have become battlefields between supporters of
Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) and the security forces yesterday and is expected to
continue through the weekend as well. The SCO (Shanghai Cooperation Organization)
summit scheduled to be held in Islamabad on 15th and 16th of October, coupled with the
fast aggravating security situation on the ground. The army units have taken over
security duties in Islamabad. The External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar will also travel to
Islamabad to attend the SCO Summit on 15th and 16th of this month. External Affairs
Ministry's Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal has already confirmed this during a media
briefing in Delhi yesterday.

Israeli air strike killed at least 18 people in the occupied West Bank city of Tulkarm.
Palestinian health ministry has confirmed the death toll. The Palestinian Authority-run
news agency Wafa said the strike had hit a cafe in the Tulkarm refugee camp where
many civilians were present. It quoted a local official as saying children and elderly people
from several families had been killed in the strike. The UN rights office condemned the
attack in a statement today. The Israeli military said the air force had conducted a strike
in Tulkarm in a joint operation with its Shin Bet security service, killing the city's Hamas
leader and other significant terrorists.
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
