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AMBULANCE

Health Minister Damodar Rajanarsimha stated that the 108 ambulance
services, which provide emergency care to patients, are being further strengthened.
He mentioned that in case of any emergencies, whether in tribal, rural, urban, or



metropolitan areas, the 108 service responds immediately upon receiving
information. As part of the “Mission of Saving Lives,” the ambulance reaches the
incident site promptly, provides first aid to the victims, and transports them to the
nearest hospital. The minister also highlighted that a network is being established
under the “Saving the Lives” initiative to ensure immediate treatment. He noted
that an investigation is underway regarding an incident in Jayashankar Bhupalpally
district, where a 108 ambulance driver abandoned a heart attack patient midway.
He instructed officials to take measures to prevent such incidents from recurring in
the future. Health Minister advised unemployed individuals not to fall prey to
promises made by people claiming they can secure jobs in the health department.
He stated that over 7,000 positions have been filled through the Medical and
Health Services Recruitment Board in the past 11 months, and the process to fill
nearly 5,000 additional positions is ongoing. 15

PADDY:

In a remarkable achievement, fine variety paddy (sanna vadlu) cultivation in
Telangana has gone up by 61 percent to four million acres this kharif season
compared to 2.5 million acres during the same period last year. In a social media
post, Chief Minister Revanth Reddy complimented farmers and said for the first
time after the formation of Telangana, despite the Kaleshwaram Project not being
in a position to store water, paddy was harvested at a record level. The reason for
increase in the acreage (fine paddy) is attributed to the Rs 500 bonus per quintal for
the fine variety paddy announced by his government in the state as part of its poll
promise. The total paddy production stood at 15.3 million tons against 14.6
million tons last year while during the rainy season of this year, the total area under
paddy cultivation is 66.77 lakh acres against 65.94 lakh acres in the same season
previous year. The state government estimates that the civil supplies department
will have to procure 8 million tons of the grains this season though 7,411 paddy
procurement centres across the state. So far, the Civil Supplies Department has
procured nearly one million tons of paddy from 1.41 lakh farmers in the state
through  purchase centres. 15

The Telangana government allotted 4696 indiramma houses to families
displaced due to Mid Manair Reservoir in Rajanna Sirisilla district. Each Family
will get 5 lakh rupees for construction of houses under the scheme. The
government has also sanctioned 863 Indiramma houses for the land-displaced
residents of the Kakatiya Mega Textile Park in Warangal.
