Meanwhile, the issue of rebel candidates continues to trouble both the major
alliances. While Shiv Sena (UBT) expelled five party functionaries for indulging in anti-
party activities; former BJP MP from Nandurbar Heena Gavit has resigned from the
party's primary membership today. She will contest the Akkalkuwa Assembly seat as
an independent candidate and will be up against Mahayuti’s official candidate, Shiv
Sena leader Amashya Padvi.

In Jharkhand, the BJP has expelled 30 leaders from the party for contesting as
Independent candidates against party nominees in the upcoming Assembly elections.
These are, Chandrma Kumari from Palamu, Kumkum Devi from Hazaribag, Juli Devi
from Dumka, Balwant Singh from Latehar, Arvind Singh from Kharswan, Banke Bihari
from Hazaribag, Chitranjan Sao from Bokaro and Hazari Prasad Sahu. State BIP
President Babulal Marandi said, the rebel BJP leaders were expelled for six years
for filing nominations and contesting against the authorised candidates by defying the
party's policies. Elections to the 81-member Assembly will be held in two phases on
13th and 20th of this month while counting will be undertaken on 23rd November.

ISRAEL-NEW DEFENCE MINISTER

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has announced to remove defence
minister Yoav Gallant, citing a crisis of trust between them. Gallant will be replaced by
Foreign Minister Israel Katz, while Minister without Portfolio Gideon Sa'ar will take over
as Foreign Minister. In a letter released by the Prime Minister's office, Netanyahu
informed Gallant that his tenure would end 48 hours from receipt of the letter,
thanking him for his service. Netanyahu accused Gallant of making decisions and
statements that contradicted Cabinet decisions and indirectly aiding Israel's enemies.
The move marks a dramatic shift after Netanyahu nearly removed Gallant in
September but reversed his decision.

NT. US PREZ VOTING
Millions of Americans are casting their votes on Election Day as Republican



candidate Donald Trump and Democratic contender Kamala Harris battle for the
presidency. Polling stations across the U.S. opened early Tuesday, with voters lining up
in eastern states and others following suit as the day progresses through all six time
zones. Trump and his wife, Melania, voted at the Mandel Recreation Center in Palm
Beach, Florida, where he expressed confidence, saying it “looked like Republicans have
shown up in force.” Meanwhile, Harris, who cast her ballot by mail, urged Americans to
"get out and vote." Ahead of Election Day, more than 83 million Americans had already
voted early, either in person or by mail, out of approximately 244 million registered
voters nationwide. Unlike most elections, US presidential races are decided not by the
national popular vote but by the Electoral College. This means the election is
essentially a contest across 50 states, with the winner of each state securing its
electoral votes. Forty-eight states award all their electoral votes to the winner, while
Nebraska and Maine split theirs by both statewide and district vote totals. The number
of electoral votes in each state is based on population, giving the largest states the
most influence in determining the outcome. A candidate needs 270 of the 538 electoral
votes to win the presidency. In 2020, voter turnout was around 66 percent, and now
polls are predicting a tight race, with both candidates battling it out in a fiercely
competitive contest.
