LAGACHERLA: The Telangana government has withdrawn the land
acquisition notification issued for the proposed Pharma Villages in Lagacherla,
Vikarabad district. An official order was issued to this effect today. The
notification, originally issued on August 1, aimed to acquire 632 acres of land
belonging to 580 farmers in Lagacherla.However, local farmers have been
protesting against the land acquisition for some time. The situation escalated
during a gram sabha (village meeting) organized in Lagacherla village, Dudyala
Mandal, Vikarabad district, which resulted in chaos. Farmers attempted to
attack District Collector Prateek Jain, Additional Collector Lingya Nayak, Sub-
Collector Umashankar Prasad, and KADA (Kodangal Area Development
Authority) Special Officer Venkat Reddy with sticks and stones. While the
Collector and Additional Collector managed to escape unharmed, Special
Officer Venkat Reddy sustained serious injuries. DSP Srinivas Reddy, who tried
to rescue him, was also attacked. Following the incident, the police registered
cases and arrested several individuals, including former BRS MLA Patnam
Narender Reddy. Meanwhile, the incident led to a war of words between the
ruling and opposition parties. In light of these developments, the government
has decided to withdraw the land acquisition notification in Lagacherla.

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ACCIDENT: In a road accident near Kansanpalli in Andole Mandal,
Sangareddy district, an RTC bus lost control and collided with a divider on the
national highway, leaving around 20 people injured. The bus was traveling from
Narayankhed to Jogipet and was reportedly carrying more than 50 passengers.
The injured have been shifted to Jogipet Government Hospital for

MP-WGL.: The Warangal Congress MP, Kadiyam Kavya, stated that the long-
cherished dream of the people of Warangal—the Kazipet Coach Factory—has
been realized, thanks to the special initiative of Chief Minister Revanth Reddy.
She informed reporters in Delhi that senior railway officials have announced
that the construction of the factory will be completed by August 2025. She also
remarked that while KCR (the previous Chief Minister) never met central
leaders in Delhi during his 10 years in office, Revanth Reddy visited Delhi in
July, August last year, and March this year to meet Union ministers and
successfully secured the establishment of the coach factory, fulfilling a key
promise made during the state bifurcation. Kavya further highlighted that
alongside the coach factory, other developments like the airport, wellness
center, and tribal university are propelling Warangal into becoming a second
capital of Telangana with rapid progress.
