TELANGANA - CASTE SURVEY

In Telangana, the door-to-door comprehensive family survey, aiming at
assessing the Social, Economic, Educational, Employment, Political and Caste status
of the people began across the state today. About 85 thousand enumerators and Over
19 thousand supervisors have been deployed to collect the information from each
household. The houses will be identified and marked with a sticker during the first
three days and actual information from each household will be collected from 9th of
this month. Under the aegis of the state Planning Commission, the exercise will
continue till the end of the month and analysing the data report will be submitted to
the state Government after three weeks from then. Our Correspondent says, holding
the caste census was an election assurance given by the Congress party at the time of
Assembly elections held last year. The state Government and the ruling Congress
party leaders are expecting that the data will help the state to deliver welfare and
development schemes to the weaker sections while addressing the issues of
inequalities, if any. Though a few states have taken up such exercise, the



Comprehensive survey that the Telangana state government has taken up is unique
due to its lengthy and comprehensive data collection covering almost all aspects. The
questionnaire has over 50 questions in two major parts and some are having several
sub questions, which will enable the enumerator to capture key elements of social,
economic, education, income, political and caste information of all sections. Besides
the government machinery, the Congress leaders also will actively participate in the
survey to motivate people and also to help the officials in conducting the survey. The
opposition leader in the Lok Sabha and Congress senior leader Rahul Gandhi described
the survey as Framework for Development and the Congress leaders are assuming that
the Survey will become a role-model for the rest of the country in this regard.

Former US President Donald Trump holds an early lead in the 2024 U.S.
presidential race with electoral votes, while Vice President Kamala Harris
has , according to projections by an American news agency. These projections
reflect expected outcomes in traditionally partisan states and exclude the key
battlegrounds. Trump’s wins include North Carolina, Kentucky, Indiana, and Florida,
among other reliably Republican states, while Harris has secured Vermont, New
Mexico, Massachusetts, and New York. To clinch victory, a candidate needs 270 of the
538 electoral votes. Trump’s North Carolina win gives him options toward 270
thresholds. The race remains competitive in critical battleground states, including
Pennsylvania, and Georgia, which are yet to report decisive results.

REV. IPL AUCTION

The auction for next year's Indian Premier League, IPL 2025 will be held in
Jeddah, Saudi Arabia on 24 and 25 of this month. BCCI announced this yesterday.
This is the second successive year the auction is being held overseas as Dubai hosted
the previous auctions for IPL 2024. A total of 1,574 cricketers with 1,165 Indian
and 409 overseas have been signed up for the auction this time. Each franchise will be
able to form a maximum squad of 25 players (including respective retained players)
and a total of 204 slots will be up for grabs from the auction. The 10 franchises will
collectively have around 641.5 crore rupees to spend for the available 204 slots.
