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ZMS: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy inaugurated a petrol bunk set up by Zilla
Mahila Samakhya (ZMS) at Appakpalli in Narayanpet district today.

BANDI: Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Bandi Sanjay Kumar has
accused the Congress government of planning to collect 50,000 crore rupees under
the Layout Regularisation Scheme (LRS), calling it a betrayal of their election
promise to regularise lands for free.
