He
also informed that the Centre will provide 3 lakh crore rupees projets for the
state and it will boost the infrastructure sector.

While speaking on the occasion, Assam Chief Minister Himanta Biswa
Sarma said, today is the red letter day for Assam Police and a befitting tribute
for the legendary Ahom General Lachit Barphukan. The Chief Minister informed
that the State Government is also planning for a police medical college at the
same campus. Mr. Sarma further said that law and order situation is best in the
state compared to the last decades and crime rate has decreased more than
50 percent. Union Minister of Ports, Shipping and Waterways, Sarbananda
Sonowal said that this state-of-the-art Police Academy will produce best police

forces in the country for tackling the new age crimes.



Minister of State for External Affairs, Pabitra Margherita and several other
dignitaries were present on the occasion. After the programme at Dergaon, Mr.
Shah will depart for Mizoram to attend a programme of Assam Rifles at Aizawl
in the afternoon and will return to Guwahati in the evening.

Tomorrow, Mr. Shah will address the 57th Annual Conference of All Bodo
Students Union at Dotma in Kokrajhar district and later in the day, will review
the Implementation of New Criminal Laws in the North-Eastern States in
Guwahati with the Chief Ministers of eight North Eastern states before returning
to New Delhi in the evening.

RBI DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION AWARD

The Reserve Bank of India - RBI has been selected for the Digital
Transformation Award 2025 by Central Banking at London in UK. The central
bank was awarded for its digital initiatives named Pravaah and Sarthi, which
were developed by its in-house developer team. The awards committee noted
how these digital initiatives have reduced the use of paper-based submissions,
thus transforming RBI's internal and external processes.

Sarthi, launched in January 2023, digitised RBI's internal workflows,
enabling its employees to store and share documents securely, improving
record management, and increasing the options for data analysis through
reports and dashboards. Sarthi has helped the RBI boost operational efficiency
by automating processes. It allows task and performance tracking, improved
collaboration, and integration with other RBI systems. Where previously RBI’s
many departments relied on a fragmented mix of manual and digital processes,

Sarthi creates a unified global repository for the central bank’s information.



Launched in May 2024 as Pravaah, a digitised means was created for
external users to submit regulatory applications to the RBI. Documents
submitted and processed through the portal are plugged into the Sarthi
database, where they can be handled digitally across RBI offices, with
centralised cybersecurity systems and digital tracking. Pravaah has so far
allowed more than 70 different regulatory applications to be digitised,
supporting the work of nine RBI departments. Between its launch in May and
the end of 2024, over 2,000 applications had been filed through the system,
marking an 80 percent increase in monthly applications, partly due to the
increased ease of use provided by the portal.

UK RUSSIA

UK Prime Minister Keir Starmer has told global leaders to “keep the
pressure” on Russian President Vladimir Putin to back a ceasefire in
Ukraine. In his opening remarks yesterday to a virtual gathering, Starmer
claimed that Russian President Putin will sooner or later have to come to
the table. The call is expected to delve into how countries can help Ukraine
militarily and financially as well as gauging support for any future possible
peacekeeping mission in the event Putin backs a cessation of hostilities.

Around 25 countries are expected to be involved in the call, including
European partners, and Ukraine. Leaders from Australia, Canada and New
Zealand, as well as officials from NATO and the European Union's
executive, are also set to take part. The United States is not represented at
the meeting. Saturday's meeting takes place in the wake of a US proposal
for a 30-day ceasefire in Ukraine, which Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskyy has backed. On Friday, The United States and its G7 allies
backed Ukraine's territorial integrity and warned Russia of possible further
sanctions in case of non-acceptance of the ceasefire.

With this, the total number of Maoists who have surrendered
in the last two months has gone up to 122. IGP Multi-Zone-I Chandrasekhar Reddy
told the media that 48 men and 16 women were among those who surrendered
today. The surrendered Maoists will be given Rs 25,000 each as immediate
assistance, he said. The IGP assured support on behalf of the police department to
rehabilitate them in future.

KISHAN REDDY:

Telangana BJP President and Union Minister G.Kishan Reddy has
reaffirmed the Centres commitments to the comprehensive development of
Telangana Railways. Speaking after inspecting the modernisation works at
Begumpet Railway station today, he announced that Begumpet Railway Station
will soon be dedicated entirely to women with all staff members from security
personnel to officers — being women. He also stated that free Wi-Fi facilities will
be provided at all Railway Stations. Kishan Reddy mentioned that Prime Minister
Narendra Modi has approved modernisation of several stations in Hyderabad
including Begumpet, Cherlapally, Medchal, Yakutpura, Nampally, Kachiguda and
Lalaguda. He urged the State Government to provide land for approach roads to
these stations to facilitate better access. He stated that first phase of modernisation
in Begumpet Railway Station costing 26 crore rupees is nearly complete and the
second phase of development estimated at rupees twelve crores will begin
immediately afterward. He announced that the Centre has approved the
establishment of a research institute in Secunderabad to implement Kavach
technology—an advanced train safety system.
