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PM- JUDGES

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today lauded the enthusiastic
participation of esteemed judges in the Van Mahotsav celebrations,
highlighting their role in inspiring citizens towards environmental
responsibility.

GANESH CHATURTHI-TRAINS (MUMBAI METRO)

To manage the anticipated passenger rush during the upcoming
Ganesh Chaturthi festival, Central and Western Railways have announced a
total of 262 special train services on Konkan-bound routes. Central Railway
will operate 192 special trains covering popular destinations such as
Sawantwadi Road, Kudal, Ratnagiri, and Pernem. Services will run from key
terminals including Lokmanya Tilak Terminus, Dadar, Panvel, Thane, and
Pune. The schedule includes 40 trains between Lokmanya Tilak Terminus
and Sawantwadi Road, 36 to Kudal, 24 each to Ratnagiri and Kudal from
different stations, and several others connecting major hubs to Konkan
towns. Western Railway will run 70 special services to further
accommodate festive season travel demands.

IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued red alert for
extremely heavy rainfall in Kerela and Coastal Karnatka today. According to
the IMD, heavy to very heavy rainfall will continue over Kerala, Karnataka
and Tamil Nadu during the next 6 days. The weather agency has forecast
heavy rainfall over Odisha, Chhattisgarh, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal,
Assam, Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh and Sikkim during the next 3 days.
Similar conditions will also be present over Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal
Pradesh and Uttarakhand till the 24th of this month. Over Western part of



the nation, these conditions will continue over Konkan, Goa and Madhya
Maharashtra during the next 5 days. Light to moderate rainfall with ground
lightning is expected over Bihar today. The IMD has also predicted partly
cloudy sky and very light rain over Delhi-NCR today.

OPPOSITION MEETING

Ahead of the Monsoon Session of Parliament, meeting of the leaders
of the opposition Indian National Developmental Inclusive Alliance was held
yesterday via video conferencing to finalise their strategies. The meeting
was attended by parties including Congress, TMC, Samajwadi Party, Shiv
Sena (UBT), DMK, CPI (M), NCP-SCP among others. Congress President
Mallikarjun Kharge, Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi,
SP leader Ramgopal Yadav and DMK's Tiruchi Siva were among those
present in the meeting.

Talking to Media, Congress MP Pramod Tiwari said that during the
meeting a consensus was made among the parties to raise the issues like
Pahalgam terror attack and Operation Sindoor.

WOMEN'S CRICKET

In Women's Cricket, England defeated India by 8 wickets in the
second ODI at Lord's in London last night to level the three-match series 1-
1. Put into bat first, India posted a target of 144 runs for the loss of eight
wickets in the rain curtailed 29-over-match. However, due to further rain
interruption during England's chase, the target was reduced to 115 runs in
24 overs. England Women took the game home in 21 overs. For England,
Amy Jones scored 46 runs while Tammy Beaumont made 34 runs.

For India, Smriti Mandhana scored 42 runs in 51 balls, while Deepti
Sharma remained not out on 30 in 34 balls. Other batters failed to live up
to expectation. For England, Sophie Ecclestone scalped three wickets while
Em Arlott and Linsey Smith got two wickets each.

The Women in Blue had won the first match after defeating hosts
England by 4 wickets in Southampton. The third and final ODI will be
played in Chester-le-Street on Tuesday.

PM - DRUG FREE INDIA



Prime Minister Narendra Modi has shared an article highlighting the
significance of the Yuva Spiritual Summit, calling it a major step toward
achieving a drug-free India. In reply to a post by Union Minister for Youth
Affairs and Sports, Mansukh Mandaviya, Mr Modi said, Dr. Mandviya
elaborates on how the Yuva Spiritual Summit marks a major step in
building a drug-free India.

Olympiad 2025

India has secured three gold, two silver and one bronze medals at the 66th
International Mathematical Olympiad 2025 held in Australia. Kanav Talwar
and Arav Gupta from Delhi, and Aditya Mangudi from Maharashtra have
won Gold medals, Abel George Mathew from Karnataka and Adish Jain
from Delhi secured Silver medals, while Delhi’s Archit Manas secured the
Bronze.

This is only the second time since 1998 that India has won three gold
medals at the Mathematical Olympiad. In 2024, India had created history



by winning four golds. India ranked 7th globally this year, scoring a record
193 out of 252 points, its highest so far.

All-party Meeting

Government has convened an all-party meeting today, ahead of the
Monsoon Session of Parliament beginning tomorrow. During the meeting,
government will seek cooperation from all political parties to ensure
smooth functioning of both Houses of Parliament.

Talking to media, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said that
the government is ready to discuss important issues to be raised in
Parliament. He said, besides, important legislations including Jan Vishwas
(Amendment of Provisions) Bill 2025, the National Sports Governance Bill
2025 and the Merchant Shipping Bill, 2024 are expected to be taken up for
discussion and passage.
