A total of six crore individuals has been screened for Sickle Cell
Disease under the National Sickle Cell Mission. Among those screened, two
lakh 15 thousand individuals diagnosed with the disease and over 16 lakh
carriers have been identified.

According to the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, states
including Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Rajasthan, Telangana, Karnataka, and
Uttarakhand have demonstrated significant progress by achieving a high
percentage of screening relative to their targets. The highest incidence of
diagnosed cases has been reported in the states of Odisha, Chhattisgarh,
Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, and Gujarat. The National Sickle Cell
Anemia Elimination Mission was inaugurated in 2023 by the Prime Minister.
The mission aims to eliminate sickle cell anemia from the country by 2047
with the universal screening of seven crore individuals aged 0 to 40 years
in affected tribal areas.

The government has said that construction of godowns has been
completed in 11 Primary Agricultural Credit Societies, PACS in eleven States
under World’s Largest Grain Storage Plan in Cooperative Sector which has
been rolled out as a Pilot Project. The Plan entails creation of various agri
infrastructure at PACS level, including godowns, custom hiring centers,
processing units and Fair Price Shops among others through convergence
of various existing schemes. In a written reply to a question in the Lok
Sabha, Union Home Minister and Minister of Cooperation Amit Shah has
said that more than 500 PACS have been identified for construction of
godown under the project and efforts are being made to complete the
construction by December 2026. He informed that the Government has
also approved the plan to establish new multipurpose PACS, dairy and
fisheries cooperatives, aiming to cover all panchayats and villages in the
country over a period of five years. Mr Shah said that this initiative is
supported by The National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development,
State and Union Territory Governments among others. Union Minister of
Cooperation also informed that in order to strengthen PACS, project for
Computerization of functional PACS with a total financial outlay of over 2
thousand 925 crore rupees has been approved by the Government.

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INDIA AIRSPACE-PAK

India has extended the ban on Pakistani aircraft from entering the
domestic airspace till August 23. This was informed by the Union Minister
of State for Civil Aviation Murlidhar Mohol saying, Notice to Airmen
(NOTAM) restricting Pakistani aircraft from entering Indian airspace has
been officially extended until 23rd August 2025. He said this extension
reflects continued strategic considerations and is in line with prevailing
security protocols. This action followed Pakistan's earlier decision to bar
Indian flights from its airspace. Pakistan has extended the closure of its
airspace for flights operated by Indian airlines by another month, till
August 24. Meanwhile, NOTAM has also been issued for a large-scale
Indian Air Force (IAF) exercise scheduled in Rajasthan along the India-
Pakistan border for July 23-25. The Indian Air Force is set to carry out a
major military exercise in Rajasthan, covering areas from Barmer to
Jodhpur.The region witnessed Pakistani drone and missile intrusions during
Operation Sindoor, where Pakistan launched several drone attacks
targeting Rajasthan’s Barmer, Jaisalmer, Bikaner, and Sri Ganganagar
districts.

Gross non-performing assets of public sector banks have witnessed
significant decline in the last five financial years. The NPAs have reduced
from 9.11 percent to 2.58 percent between the period of 2021 to 2025.

He said, comprehensive
measures have been taken by the Government and the Reserve Bank of
India to recover and reduce NPAs. The Minister informed that Public Sector
Banks have set-up specialized stressed assets management verticals and
branches for effective monitoring and focused follow-up of NPA accounts.
He added that these steps facilitated quicker and improved recoveries.
Deployment of Business correspondents and adoption of the feet-on-street
model have also boosted the recovery trajectory of NPAs in banks.
