PM - UK VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold talks with his British
counterpart Keir Starmer today. The talks will be held at Chequers, the
official country residence of British Prime Minister, which is located 50 km
northwest of London. The wide-ranging talks are expected to focus on
imparting a new momentum in the strategic ties between the two
countries. Prime Minister Modi arrived in UK last night on a two-day visit to
expand the bilateral ties in areas of defence, trade and technology.
Formalisation of the landmark India-UK Free Trade Agreement (FTA) is set
to be a major outcome of Mr Modi’s visit. Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal
and his British counterpart Jonathan Reynolds will sign the FTA in the
presence of the two prime ministers today. The trade deal, firmed up after
three years of negotiations, is expected to ensure comprehensive market
access for Indian goods across all sectors and India will gain from tariff
elimination on about 99 percent of product categories covering almost 100
percent of the trade values.

AMIT SHAH - COOPERATIVE POLICY

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah will announce the
National Cooperative Policy 2025 at Atal Akshay Urja Bhawan in New Delhi
today. The policy, seen as a major reform initiative, is expected to guide
India’s cooperative movement for the next two decades, from 2025 to
2045. According to the Ministry of Cooperation, the new policy has been
formulated with the aim of modernizing the sector and aligning it with the
vision of "Prosperity through Cooperation (Sahkar se Samriddhi)." It will
serve as a roadmap to boost grassroots-level development and enhance
the role of cooperatives in achieving the goal of "Viksit Bharat 2047."
India’s first National Cooperative Policy was introduced in 2002, providing a
basic framework for managing the economic activities of cooperative
institutions. The new policy aims to make cooperative institutions more
inclusive, professionally managed, and future-ready. A 48-member
committee, chaired by former Union Minister Suresh Prabhu, has prepared
the new Policy. The policy is expected to bring structural changes to the
cooperative ecosystem, promoting innovation, transparency, and
sustainability.

Development and ground testing of the Human Rated Launch Vehicle
of country’s first human spaceflight programme Gaganyaan has completed.



This was stated by Science and Technology Minister Dr. Jitendra Singh in a
written reply in the Lok Sabha today. The Minister said, propulsion systems
for the crew module and service module have been developed and tested.
The government has set a target of crewed spaceflight in 2027 and laid out
long-term ambitions in space, including setting up the Bharatiya Antariksha
Station by 2035 and sending the first Indian to the Moon by 2040.

Ministry of Food Processing Industries will organise the 4th edition of
World Food India 2025 at Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi from 25th of
September this year. The theme of the four day event is Processing for
Prosperity. Speaking at the Curtain Raiser event in New Delhi, Union
Minister of Food Processing Industries Chirag Paswan said the event will
bring together the Stakeholders to share new ideas, innovation and best
practices for the growth of food processing sector. He said, this sector has
a potential to enhance the income of farmers, creating job opportunities
and generating revenue. He emphasized for harnessing the the potential of
this sector which is now untapped. Mr Paswan said that the aim of the
government to make India a food processing hub.

In Telangana, several districts received heavy to extremely heavy
rainfall during the past 24 hours, flooding streams, lakes, and roads. Traffic
diversions and emergency measures have been prompted at some places.
Mulugu and Komaram Bheem Asifabad districts bore the brunt, with
officials placing the District Disaster Response Force (DDRF) on alert.
Bejjur in Asifabad district recorded the highest 236.5 mm rainfall during the
24 hours rainfall till 3AM while Venkatapurma in Mulugu district recorded
218.3mm rainfall during the same time. Very heavy rainfall has also been
recorded in several other locations in districts like Bhadradri Kothagudem
and Karimnagar.
