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REV. CABINET DECISIONS: The Union Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs 

has approved four railway projects worth G£ thousand ¤¥£ crore rupees. These 

projects include Bhusaval - Wardha ¥rd and £th line, Gondia - Dongargarh £th line, 

Vadodara - Ratlam ¥rd and £th line and Itarsi - Bhopal - Bina £th line. The four 

multitracking projects will cover F² Districts in Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, 

Gujarat, and Chhattisgarh increasing the existing network of Indian Railways by 

about ²K£ Kilometers. Briefing media after the cabinet meeting in New Delhi today, 

Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, the project will 

enhance connectivity to approximately three thousand ¤¥¥ villages, which are having 

a population of over ²H lakh and two Aspirational Districts. Mr Vaishnaw said, the 

increased line capacity will significantly enhance mobility, resulting in improved 

operational efficiency and service reliability for Indian Railways. (BYTE - Ashwini 

Vaishnaw) Giving details about E££ kilometer track length, Bhusaval - Wardha rail 

line, the Minister informed this rail line  will be constructed at an estimated cost of 

nine thousand FKE crore rupees. The project will be completed in five years. He said, 

K² kilometer long Gondia - Dongargarh £th line, will also be completed in five years 

with an estimated cost of two thousand GG¥ crore rupees. He said, Vadodara - Ratlam 

¥rd and £th line of HF¥ kilometer track length will be constructed at a cost of eight 

thousand ²²H crore rupees and it will cover Gujarat and Madhya Pradesh. The 

Minister informed that Itarsi - Bhopal - Bina £th rail line with track length of G¤£ 

kilometer will be constructed at a cost of four thousand ¥GK crore rupees. Mr 

Vaishnaw informed that this is an essential route for transportation of commodities 

such as coal, container, cement, fly ash, food grain and steel.(BYTE - Ashwini

PM-PUTIN 

' Prime Minister Narendra Modi today spoke to Russsian President Vladimir 

Putin and greeted him on his E¥rd birthday. The two leaders reviewed bilateral 

progress and reaffirm their commitment to further deepen India-Russia Special and 

Privileged Strategic Partnership. Mr Modi also conveyed that he is looking forward 

to host Mr Putin at the G¥rd India-Russia Annual Summit. 

 

CENTRE � NDRF: Centre has approved over KD¥ crore rupees to Haryana, Madhya 

Pradesh and Rajasthan under National Disaster Response Fund for expansion and 

modernization of fire services. A High-Level Committee, under the Chairmanship of 

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has approved the assistance. Out of the total 

amount more than FFE crore rupees has been approved for Haryana, ¥KE crore for 

Madhya Pradesh and over ¥²² crore rupees for Rajasthan. The committee has also 

approved over EDE crore rupees of additional Central assistance to Assam and 

Gujarat from NDRF, affected by flood and landslides during GDG£C'Union Home 

Ministry said that under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, the 

Government is standing shoulder to shoulder with the State Governments during 

natural calamities and disasters and providing all necessary support. During the 

current financial year, the Central Government has released F¥ thousand ¤D¥ crore 

rupees to GE States under State Disaster Response Fund and over two thousand crore 

rupees under NDRF to FG States.  



REV. PREZ - ARMED FORCES: President Droupadi Murmu has said that the 

country's Armed Forces demonstrated the strength of jointness and strategic foresight 

during Operation Sindoor. She said that calibrated, tri-service response resulted in 

effective synergy which dismantled the terror infrastructure across the line-of-control. 

President Murmu said this while addressing the faculty and course members of the 

¤Hth National Defence College Course at Rashtrapati Bhavan today. She pointed out 

that efforts are underway to restructure forces with the establishment of Integrated 

Theatre Commands and Integrated Battle Groups. She said that India is engaged in 

transforming the Armed Forces into a technologically-advanced, combat-ready force 

capable of multi-domain integrated operations. 

EDU MINISTRY- BUILDATHON: The Ministry of Education has extended the last 

date for registration for the Viksit Bharat Buildathon GDGH to the FFth of this month. 

Launched in collaboration with the Atal Innovation Mission, NITI Aayog, the 

initiative is a nationwide innovation movement aimed at engaging students from 

approximately GCH lakh schools across India. It represents the country�s largest-ever 

student innovation initiative and marks a historic step towards the vision of Viksit 

Bharat @GD£EC' In a statement, the Ministry said that this is India�s largest-ever 

student innovation initiative to engage school students between Class ¤ and FGC'The 

initiative is to encourage students to join teams, think creatively, and develop ideas 

and prototypes that address real-life challenges on themes of national importance. 

The Ministry mentioned that the theme will revolve around Vocal for Local, 

Atmanirbhar Bharat, Swadeshi and Samriddh Bharat. The entries will be evaluated 

by a national panel of experts, and the top teams will be awarded prizes from a pool 

of F crore rupees. Winner schools and students will receive long-term support through 

corporate adoption, mentorship, and resources to further strengthen their innovations. 

DRDO-IRSA: Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO), in 

collaboration with the Integrated Defence Staff (IDS) and the Tri-Services today 

released Indian Radio Software Architecture (IRSA) standard FCD to enable 

interoperability in Military Communication. It was released during the National 

workshop organised at DRDO Bhawan in New Delhi. IRSA is a comprehensive 

software specification for Software Defined Radios (SDR), defining standardized 

interfaces, Application programming interface, execution environments, and 

waveform portability mechanisms. The launch of IRSA represents a defining step in 

India�s journey toward self-reliance in defence communication technologies. The 

workshop covered the journey of IRSA, its technical overview, ecosystem roles and 

future directions. The event provided a platform for industry, academia and the tri-

services to discuss collaboration opportunities, pilot projects and adoption pathways. 



The event gathered representatives from the Indian Armed Forces, Department of 

Defence Production and Defence Public Sector Undertakings industry, highlighting a 

comprehensive and collaborative approach towards developing indigenous 

communication technologies. 

INDIA GDP- WORLD BANK: The World Bank has raised India�s growth forecast 

to ¤CH per cent for financial year GDG¤ from its earlier projection of ¤C¥ per cent in 

June, citing resilient domestic demand, strong rural recovery and the positive impact 

of Goods and Services Tax (GST) reforms. In its latest South Asia Development 

Update, the World Bank said that India is expected to remain the world�s fastest-

growing major economy, underpinned by strong consumption growth. However it 

downgraded the country�s growth forecast to ¤C¥ per cent for financial year GDGE on 

back of the HD per cent tariff imposed by the US. The World Bank has forecast 

growth in South Asia to be robust at ¤C¤ per cent this year, however projected it to 

slow to HC² per cent in GDG¤, a downward revision of DC¤ percentage points from the 

April forecast. It added that region�s prospects faced heightened downside risks from 

an uncertain global environment, socio-political unrest, and labour market disruptions 

posed by emerging technology such as artificial intelligence (AI).  

NOBEL-PHYSICS 

' Three scientists from the United States have won the GDGH Nobel Prize in 

Physics for groundbreaking experiments that showcased quantum physics in action 

using a chip. Their work has paved the way for advancements in quantum computers, 

quantum sensors and quantum cryptography. The laureates John Clarke, Michel 

Devoret and John Martinis are affiliated with the University of California and Yale 

University. Their experiments demonstrated quantum mechanical tunnelling and 

energy quantisation in an electrical circuit large enough to be held by hand. This 

discovery confirms that quantum effects can exist on a macroscopic scale. The Royal 

Swedish Academy of Sciences awarded the trio a prize of FF million Swedish kronor. 

Experts hailed the achievement as a major step in the ongoing development of 

quantum technologies that could transform digital systems worldwide. This continues 

a tradition of physics breakthroughs shaping modern technology and deepening 

scientific understanding. 

PAK TRAIN ATTACK: Several people were injured in a blast occurred on a railway 

track in Pakistan's southwestern Sindh province today. The blast derailed five bogies 

of a train. The injured passengers of the Peshawar-bound Jaffar Express were 

immediately rushed to a nearby hospital. The explosion occurred near Somarwah, 

close to Sultan Kot in Shikarpur district of Sindh.
