PM- MUMBAI PROJECTS:  

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate key development projects in 
the Mumbai today. In line with his vision of transforming India into a global 
aviation hub, the Prime Minister will inaugurate the Phase 1 of the new 
Navi Mumbai International Airport, India’s largest Greenfield airport, built 
at a cost of 19,650 crore rupees. The airport, designed to be among the 
most efficient in the world, will handle 90 million passengers annually and 
3.25 million metric tonnes of cargo. During the visit, the Prime Minister will 
also inaugurate Phase 2B of the Mumbai Metro Line-3, constructed at an 
estimated cost of around 12 thousand 200 crore rupees. In addition, he will 
dedicate the entire Mumbai Metro Line 3 to the nation with a total cost of 
over 37 thousand 270 crore rupees, marking a major milestone in the city’s 
urban transport transformation.  He will also launch 'Mumbai One,' India’s 
first integrated public transport app connecting 11 transport operators, 
enabling digital ticketing and real-time journey updates. The Prime Minister 
will also inaugurate the Short-Term Employability Program, a pioneering 
initiative by the Department of Skill, Employment, Entrepreneurship, and 
Innovation in Maharashtra. The program will be rolled out across 400 
Government ITIs and 150 Government Technical High Schools, marking a 
major step in aligning skill development with industry requirements to 
enhance employability. Tomorrow, Mr. Modi will host visiting UK Prime 
Minister Keir Starmer in Mumbai. Mr Modi and Mr Starmer will review the 
progress made across various areas of the India-UK Comprehensive 
Strategic Partnership in diverse aspects of the ‘Vision 2035.  Both leaders 
will review India-UK strategic partnership and address the Global Fintech 
Fest 2025 at Jio World Centre, focusing on AI, innovation, and inclusive 
finance. 



 

UK-PM VISIT:  

Prime Minister of the United Kingdom Keir Starmer will be on a two day 
visit to India from today. This will be Prime Minister Starmer’s first official 
visit to India. The External Affairs Ministry said  the visiting dignitary and 
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will review the progress made across various 
areas of the India-UK Comprehensive Strategic Partnership, in diverse 
aspects of the ‘Vision 2035’ tomorrow in Mumbai. This partnership outlines 
a focused and time-bound 10-year roadmap encompassing key pillars such 
as trade and investment, technology and innovation, defence and security, 
climate and energy, health, education, and people-to-people 
relations.   Both leaders are expected to interact with business and industry 
representatives to explore opportunities under the India-UK Comprehensive 
Economic and Trade Agreement, which serves as a central pillar of the 
future India-UK economic partnership. They will also exchange views on 
issues of regional and global importance. Prime Minister Modi and Prime 
Minister Starmer will also attend the 6th edition of the Global Fintech Fest 
in Mumbai and deliver keynote addresses. The leaders will also engage 
with industry experts, policymakers and innovators. The visit will provide a 
valuable opportunity to reaffirm the shared vision of India and the United 
Kingdom to build a forward-looking partnership. 
 

HP-ACCIDENT:          

In Himachal Pradesh, a private bus was hit by a landslide, resulting in the 
deaths of 15 people so far, while several others have been reported injured 
in the Balughāt area of Jhanduta subdivision, Bilaspur district. The bus was 
traveling from Marotan in the Kothdhar area of the district to Ghumarwin. 
Rescue and relief operations are being carried out by the administration. 
There were about 30 passengers on board the bus, of whom two young 
girls have been rescued safely. According to the information received, the 
landslide occurred this evening in the Balughāt area of Jhanduta 
subdivision, claiming 15 lives and injuring several others. The 
administration is continuing its rescue operations to save the passengers 
trapped in the bus.  Chief Minister Sukhvinder Singh Sukhu has expressed 
grief over the accident and directed the administration to expedite the 
relief and rescue efforts. The Chief Minister is monitoring the relief 
operations from Shimla. Meanwhile, Prime Minister Narendra Modi, in a 



social media post, expressed deep sorrow over the loss of lives in the 
Bilaspur accident. He conveyed his condolences to the affected families and 
prayed for the speedy recovery of the injured. The Prime Minister also 
announced an ex-gratia of 2 lakh rupees from the Prime Minister’s National 
Relief Fund (PMNRF) for the next of kin of each deceased and 50 
thousands rupees for the injured. 

  

INDIA GDP- WORLD BANK:  

The World Bank has raised India’s growth forecast to 6.5 per cent for 
financial year 2026 from its earlier projection of 6.3 per cent in June, citing 
resilient domestic demand, strong rural recovery and the positive impact of 
Goods and Services Tax (GST) reforms.  In its latest South Asia 
Development Update, the World Bank said that India is expected to remain 
the world’s fastest-growing major economy, underpinned by strong 
consumption growth. However it downgraded the country’s growth forecast 
to 6.3 per cent for financial year 2027 on back of the 50 per cent tariff 
imposed by the US. The World Bank has forecast growth in South Asia to 
be robust at 6.6 per cent this year, however projected it to slow to 5.8 per 
cent in 2026, a downward revision of 0.6 percentage points from the April 
forecast. It added that region’s prospects faced heightened downside risks 
from an uncertain global environment, socio-political unrest, and labour 
market disruptions posed by emerging technology such as artificial 
intelligence (AI).  
 

UGC NET REGISTRATION:  

The National Testing Agency (NTA) has begun the registration process for 
the University Grants Commission National Eligibility Test, UGC NET 
December 2025. Interested candidates can apply for the National Eligibility 
Test through the link available on the official website. As per UGC’s 
notification, the registration process will remain open till the 7th of 
November. The correction window will open on the 10th of november and 
will close on the 12th of november. The examination will be conducted to 
award ‘Junior Research Fellowship’ to eligible candidates and for the 
appointment as ‘Assistant Professor’ and admission to PhD across 85 
subjects.  



 

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) has approved four 
multi-tracking railway projects worth 24 thousand 634 crore rupees. 
Briefing media after the cabinet meeting in New Delhi yesterday, 
Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, the projects 
include the construction of third and fourth lines along Wardha-Bhusawal 
section and Vadodara-Ratlam corridor and fourth lines on Gondia-
Dongargarh stretch and Itarsi-Bhopal-Bina section to enhance connectivity 
across the country.

         Union Minister Piyush Goyal intervened to rescue 36 Indian workers 
from distressing conditions in Oman, following a complaint brought to his 
notice by BJP leader Govind Prasad from North Mumbai.

Minister Goyal directed his 
team to prioritize such cases, emphasizing the government’s commitment 
to protecting Indian workers abroad.

          India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall 
over Assam, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Tripura, Nagaland, Manipur, Coastal 
Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, and Tamil Nadu today. The IMD also predicted 
heavy rainfall over Puducherry, Karaikal, Konkan, Goa, Lakshadweep, 
Madhya Maharashtra, Rayalaseema, and South Interior Karnataka today.  
 

WOMEN'S CRICKET WORLD CUP:  

In the ICC Women's Cricket World Cup, England defeated Bangladesh by 4 
wickets at the Barsapara Cricket Stadium in Guwahati last night. England 
notch up their second win of the tournament while Bangladesh have been 
handed their first defeat of the World Cup. After being invited to bat first, 
Bangladesh were bowled out for just 178 runs, with only 2 balls remaining 



in the stipulated 50 overs. Sobhana Mostary was the top scorer with 60 
runs, while Rabeya Khan also remained unbeaten with 43 runs. For 
England, Sophie Ecclestone bagged highest 3 wickets. In response, 
England made it a hard-fought chase, but Heather Knight's match winning 
innings of 79 not out helped the side in securing victory.
