JAIPUR HOSPITAL -FIRE

In Jaipur, a massive fire at the Intensive Care Unit of the Trauma
Centre in Sawai Man Singh Hospital has claimed six lives. The blaze broke
out in the Trauma ICU on the second floor last night, where eleven
patients were admitted. A nearby semi-ICU had thirteen more
patients.Trauma Centre In-charge, Dr. Anurag Dhakad, said the fire was
caused by a short circuit and spread rapidly, releasing toxic gases. Hospital
staff, including nursing officers and ward boys, quickly evacuated twenty-
four patients on trolleys. However, six critically ill patients - two women
and four men - could not be saved despite prompt rescue and CPR efforts.

Dr. Dhakad said most of them were already in a comatose state, and
exposure to the toxic fumes made survival nearly impossible .Chief minister
Bhajan lal sharma visited the SMS hospital and took stock of the situation.

dates. With the announcement of the election schedule, model code of
conduct will come into effect. The term of 243 members of Bihar Assembly
will end on 22nd of next month.

This comes just a day after the poll panel’s delegation concluded its
review of election preparedness in Bihar, meeting with representatives
from all major political parties and assessing logistical arrangements.

This year elections are expected to be a high-stakes contest between
the ruling alliance of the Bharatiya Janata Party and Janata Dal (United),
and the opposition coalition known as the Mahagathbandhan, led by the
Rashtriya Janata Dal and the Congress. Prashant Kishor’s Jan Suraaj Party,
which is positioning itself as an alternative force in Bihar politics will make
the contest more interesting.

In the previous Assembly elections held in 2020, the National
Democratic Alliance secured a majority with 125 seats, while the
Mahagathbandhan won 110. The RIJD emerged as the single largest party
with 75 seats.
