REV. CABINET-DECISIONS

The Union Cabinet has approved the Terms of Reference of 8th
Central Pay Commission. Briefing the media after the Cabinet meeting in
New Delhi today, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw
said that the Commission will make its recommendations within 18 months
from the date of its constitution. He informed that the Commission will
comprise one Chairperson, one Part-time Member, and one Member-
Secretary.

The Government had announced formation of the 8th Central
Pay Commission in January this year to examine and recommend
changes in the Salaries and other benefits of Central Government
employees. The Central Pay Commissions are periodically
constituted to go into various issues of emoluments structure,
retirement benefits and other service conditions of Central
Government employees and to make recommendations on the
changes required thereon.

The Cabinet also approved the Nutrient Based Subsidy rates for Rabi
Season 2025- 26 on Phosphatic and Potassic fertilisers. Mr Vaishnaw said
that the Cabinet has approved a subsidy of about 37 thousand 952 crore
rupees for Rabi 2025 and the rates will be applicable from 1% of October.
This is approximate 736 crore rupees more than the budgetary
requirement for Kharif season 2025. He added that this initiative will
ensure the availability of fertilizers to farmers at subsidized, affordable, and
reasonable prices. He further said that the subsidy on phosphatic and
potassic fertilizers has been rationalized in view of recent trends in
international prices of fertilizers and their inputs.

The subsidy on P&K fertilizers including Di Ammonium
Phosphate DAP and Nitrogen, Phosphorus, Potash, Sulphur NPKS
grades will be provided based on approved rates for Rabi 2025-26
to ensure smooth availability of these fertilizers to the farmers at
affordable prices. It will be applicable from 1st of next month till
31st March next year.

GADKARI-CII CONFERENCE

Road Transport and Highways Minister Nitin Gadkari today informed
that that over 80 lakh tonnes of waste materials have been utilized in the
construction of national highways so far. Addressing the CII Conference on
the Future of Smart Roads in India in New Delhi, Mr Gadkari said, the



adoption of biofuels such as ethanol and methanol in the transport sector
has helped reduce logistics costs by 5 to 6 percent. The Minister added
that these costs would be brought down to single digits by December this
year. Highlighting the economic impact of logistics efficiency, the Minister
said, lowering logistics costs will boost trade, increase per-capita income,
and support economically weaker section. He also highlighted that the use
of alternative biofuels will promote sustainability, reduce pollution, and
benefit farmers through increased demand for agricultural produce. Mr
Gadkari further said that good infrastructure is the backbone of the country
and sustainable road development will be key to achieving the vision of a 5
trillion economy by 2027.

INDIAN WOMEN CRICKETER RANKING
Indian cricketer Smriti Mandhana has secured the top spot among
batters in the world in Women's ODI rankings.

She achieved the rating of 828 points, which puts her nearly 100
points ahead of the second-placed player, Ashleigh Gardner of Australia-
thanks to her spectacular performance in the home ICC Women's Cricket
World Cup, which included a brilliant 109 against New Zealand and an
unbeaten 34 against Bangladesh. She was also named the ICC Women's
Player of the Month for September 2025.

While her opening partner, Pratika Rawal, also saw a big jump to
27th place with 564 points before unfortunately having to pull out of the
rest of the tournament due to injury.

Among bowlers, England's Sophie Ecclestone leads with 747 ratings,
while Australia's Alana King moved to second place, edging teammate Ash
Gardner to third spot.

MHA-SDRF

The Centre has approved advance release of twenty crore rupees as
second installment of Central share of State Disaster Response Fund-SDRF
to Nagaland for the year 2025-26. The amount was approved by Union
Home Minister Amit Shah. In a statement Home Ministry said that Central
Government is standing shoulder to shoulder with the State Governments
during natural calamities and disasters and providing them all necessary
support. The Ministry added that this year, Central government has
already released 15 thousand 554 crore to 27 States under SDRF and two
thousand 267 crore to 15 States under NDRF. It added that in addition,
over four thousand 571 crore have been released from the State Disaster
Mitigation Fund to 21 States and three hundered 72 crore from National
Disaster Mitigation Fund to nine States.

The Ministry further stated that Central Government has also
provided all logistic assistance, including deployment of requisite NDRF
teams, Army teams and Air Force support to all the flood, landslides,
cloudburst affected States. During this year’'s monsoon, there was
maximum deployment of 199 teams of NDRF in the 30 States/UTs for
rescue and relief operations.
