President Droupadi Murmu will also
address the Parliamentarians, interact with members of the Indian
community and visit sites of historic significance in Botswana during her
visit. Several dignitaries from Botswana will also call on her.

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said that everyone involved in
Delhi blast incident will face the full wrath of investigating agencies. He
chaired the high-level security review meetings with senior officials in New
Delhi yesterday, to assess the situation following the car blast near the Red
Fort in the national capital on Monday. He instructed the officials to hunt
down each and every culprit behind the Delhi blast incident.

Meanwhile, the Home Ministry has handed over the probe into the
incident to the National Investigation Agency. Delhi Police has registered a
case under various Sections of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act,
Explosives Act, and Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita.

Delhi Metro Rail Corporation has informed that Lal Qila Metro Station
will remain closed due to security reasons. It said that all other stations are
functional as normal. The Red Fort will also remain shut for visitors till
tomorrow.

Polling in Bihar Assembly elections has concluded with a historic highest
ever voter turnout of 66.91 per cent. The polling was held in two phases
on 6th November and 11th November for all 243 Assembly constituencies.



Talking to reporters in New Delhi, the Chief Election Commissioner
Gyanesh Kumar said that the voters of Bihar have created history in
independent India. He said, in all the elections took place since 1951, the
highest voting percentage was recorded in 2025 which is approximately
66.9 per cent.
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In Iraq, counting of votes is underway for 329 Parliamentary seats.
The Iraqgi electoral commission said that turnout was 55 percent of the
country’s 21 million registered voters. A total of 7,743 candidates contested
the elections yesterday, including 2,247 women.

Prime Minister Mohammed Shia al-Sudani is seeking a second term.

Under the law, 25 percent of seats are reserved for women, while
nine are allocated for religious minorities.
In an electoral system that many believe favours larger parties, just 75
independent candidates are standing.

It is the sixth election held in the now relatively stable country since
the US-led invasion toppled longtime ruler Saddam Hussein in 2003.
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In a significant development to strengthen bilateral ties, India and
Cuba signed a Memorandum of Understanding MoU in Havana, which
includes a Treaty on Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters and a
Protocol on Cultural Exchange and Cooperation. The agreement was signed
during a meeting between Union Minister of State for External Affairs
Pabitra Margherita and Cuba's Acting Minister of Foreign Affairs Gerardo
Penalver Portal. The MoS and Acting Cuban Foreign Minister also reviewed
progress in bilateral cooperation and discussed expanding engagement in
fields of interest during the meeting.
Mr. Gerardo Penalver also expressed gratitude for India's support
following the hurricanes that struck the Cuban archipelago in recent years,



noting in particular the recent aid after Hurricane Melissa, which included
20 tonnes of humanitarian assistance and a mobile field hospital to provide
medical care to those affected in eastern Cuba.
