Defence Minister Rajnath Singh today emphasized that India achieved
defence production worth around 1 lakh 51 crore rupees in the year 2024-25,
with Defence Public Sector Undertakings (DPSUs) contributing 71.6 per cent
of the total.

The visit underscores the ongoing tradition of
high-level exchanges between the two nations and is aimed at further
deepening the special friendship and cooperation between Bharat and
Bhutan. During the visit, Mr Modi and King of Bhutan, Jigme Khesar Namgyel
Wangchuck will inaugurate the one thousand twenty mega watt
Punatsangchhu-II Hydroelectric Project. The project is jointly developed by



India and Bhutan. The Prime Minister will attend the celebrations dedicated
to the 70th birth anniversary of Fourth King of Bhutan, Jigme Singye
Wangchuck and also meet his counterpart Tshering Tobgay.

Prime Minister Modi's visit coincides with the exposition of the Sacred
Piprahwa Relics of Lord Buddha from India in the ongoing Global Peace
Prayer Festival in Thimpu. Mr Modi will also participate in the Global Peace
Prayer Festival and offer prayers to the Holy Relics.

Talking to Akashvani News, Indian Ambassador to Bhutan, Sandeep
Arya shared an insight into ties between India and Bhutan. He highlighted
that Prime Minister Modi’s visit comes at a significant time, coinciding with the
Global Peace Prayer Festival underway in Thimphu-an event the people of
Bhutan have described as unprecedented. Mr Arya said, the visit is expected
to further build upon the special, close, and deep bilateral ties between the
two countries.

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah has said that Urban
cooperative banks should come forward to empower the aspiring youth and
underprivileged sections of society. Inaugurating the Co-op Kumbh 2025, an
International Conference on the Urban Cooperative Credit Sector in New
Delhi today, Mr Shah said, National Federation of Urban Cooperative Banks
and Credit Societies Limited NAFCUB and urban organizations should issue
guidelines based on which every urban cooperative bank should redesign
its financial structure. He said, the goal is to strengthen cooperatives while
also uplifting the vulnerable sections of society. Mr Shah said, the aim should
be to establish an Urban Cooperative Bank in every town with a population of
more than two lakh within five years. He said, Tribhuvan Cooperative
University has been established to connect the younger generation with
cooperatives and also for preparing professionals for the cooperative sector.
Mr Shah said, this will create a generation which will take the cooperative
sector to new heights by 2047. The Minister said, Government of India has
made model bylaws for Primary Agricultural Credit Societies PACS and these
have been adopted by every state. He said, today, all PACS in the country
operate on these model bylaws. Mr Shah said, this has significantly reduced



the likelihood of PACS becoming defunct and even if one does become
inactive, reviving it will now be easier. The Cooperation Minister said, Sahakar
DigiPay and Sahakar DigiLoan Apps which have been launched will enable
even the smallest urban cooperative societies to join the new era of digital
payments. On the occasion, Mr Shah congratulated AMUL and IFFCO on
being placed in the top two positions in International Cooperative Alliance
world ranking. He said, Amul is taking forward the White Revolution with
collecting 30 million liters of milk nationwide. The Union Minister of
Cooperation said, IFFCO has become a pillar of the country's Green
Revolution by producing 9.3 million tons of Urea and DAP. He said, today,
IFFCO's Nano DAP and urea are exported to more than 40 countries,
including Brazil, USA, Oman, and Jordan.

All arrangements have been put in place for second and final phase of
assembly elections in Bihar. 122 constituencies spread over 20 districts will
go to polls in this phase tomorrow. More than 3 crore 70 lakh voters will
decide the fate of one thousand 302 candidates including 136 women. The
voting will begin at 7 am and will conclude at 6 in the evening, except for 7
constituencies, where it will end at 5 pm for security reasons. Director
General of Police Vinay Kumar said that, from a security point of view, the
borders adjoining Nepal and the inter-state borders with Uttar Pradesh, West
Bengal, and Jharkhand have been sealed and regular patrolling is underway.
The operation of the Maitri Express train service between Jainagar,
Madhubani and to Janakpur in Nepal has been suspended till the completion
of polling. Election Commission has established a state-of-the-art Control and
Command Centre at the Chief Electoral Officer’s office in Patna to oversee the
entire election process. Similar control rooms have also been set up in all 20
district headquarters. To convey the message of women’s empowerment,
595 polling stations will be managed entirely by women polling staff, while 21
PwD polling booths will be operated by differently-abled personnel.
Additionally, 316 model polling stations have been established.
