 BJP MP Aparajita Sarangi has been appointed Chairperson of the Joint 
Committee of Parliament to examine the Constitution (130th Amendment) 
Bill, 2025, the Jammu and Kashmir Reorganisation (Amendment) Bill, 2025, 
and the Government of Union Territories (Amendment) Bill, 2025. 
 The thirty-one-member committee includes fifteen MPs from the BJP, 
eleven from NDA allies, four from the opposition, and one nominated 
member. 
 Prominent BJP members include Ravi Shankar Prasad, Parshottambhai 
Rupala, Anurag Thakur, and Brij Lal. Nominated Rajya Sabha member Sudha 
Murty is also on the panel. 
 Opposition members include Supriya Sule, Harsimrat Kaur Badal, 
Asaduddin Owaisi, and Niranjan Reddy. 
 Congress and Trinamool Congress have declined to join the committee, 
saying the bills violate the fundamental principle of law that a person is 
innocent until proven guilty. 
 The three Bills, introduced on the last day of the Monsoon Session on 
August twentieth, seek automatic removal of the Prime Minister, Chief 
Ministers, and Ministers if they are detained for thirty days on serious 



charges. A motion was adopted by the Lok Sabha to refer the bills to a joint 
committee of Parliament.

MORN. TB-INDIA 
 India’s total tuberculosis cases have reduced by 21 per cent over the 
last decade, which is almost double the global average of 12 per cent. 
According to the World Health Organization’s Global TB Report 2025, the 



number of TB patients in the country has come down from 237 per lakh 
population in 2015 to 187 per lakh in 2024. 
 The Health Ministry said, India’s improved case-finding approach has 
increased diagnosis and treatment coverage. It added that there has been no 
significant rise in multidrug-resistant TB cases. 
 Mortality due to tuberculosis has also declined from 28 per lakh 
population in 2015 to 21 per lakh last year. The government is implementing 
several initiatives, including the TB Mukt Bharat Abhiyan, Ayushman Arogya 
Mandirs, and the Ni-kshay Poshan Yojana, to eliminate TB from the country.

SRI LANKA RETURN PAKISTAN  

 Several Sri Lankan cricketers who are currently in Pakistan for a 
3-match ODI series have requested to return home, citing safety concerns 
following a deadly bomb blast in Islamabad that killed 12 people. In 
response, Sri Lanka Cricket (SLC) has acknowledged the request from the 
players, but directed them to continue the series as per schedule. The 2nd 
ODI match between the two teams is scheduled for today in Rawalpindi, 
which is hardly 20 kilometers away from Islamabad, where the deadly bomb 
blast occured on Tuesday. Sri Lanka is also scheduled to play a Tri-nation T20 
series in Pakistan from 19th of this month. Initially the series was to be played 
between Pakistan, Afghanistan and Sri Lanka, but Afghanistan refused to 
play the series following border clashes with Pakistan. Now, Zimbabwe has 
been included in the series as the third participant.  
 Pakistan had been struggling with security concerns and inviting 
nations to play Cricket at their home grounds. In 2009, a bus carrying Sri 
Lankan cricketers was attacked in Lahore, injuring six players. Since then, 
Pakistan played its home matches in UAE. However, home cricket returned to 
Pakistan in 2019 when Sri Lanka again toured the nation.

PREZ BOTSWANA -CHEETAH HANDOVER (details for website) 
 Botswana will handover Cheetahs for translocation to India under 



Project Cheetah today. This was announced during the joint press briefing at 
the end of bilateral talks between President Droupadi Murmu and her 
Botswana counterpart Duma Boko yesterday. Our correspondent covering 
the President's visit has more on this... 

(V/C - MSZ - Cheetah Handover) 
 "Presidents of India and Botswana will witness the release of 
the captured cheetahs into a quarantine facility near Gaborone. 
The event will mark a symbolic donation of cheetahs to India by 
Botswana. The handover signifies the start of a new chapter in 
bilateral cooperation in wildlife conservation between the two 
countries. The cheetahs will remain in the quarantine facility for 
some time, before being translocated to India. Botswana will be 
donating eight (8) cheetahs to India to assist in the regeneration 
of the cheetah population in India. President Duma Boko had said 
that this agreement demonstrates the spirit of shared 
environmental goals and promotion of biodiversity. Thanking 
Botswana for their support, President Murmu had said that India 
will take good care of the big cats. Manish Shiva, Akashvani News, 
Botswana." 
 Project Cheetah is a unique initiative aimed at reintroducing cheetahs 
to India, decades after their extinction. In September 2022, eight cheetahs 
from Namibia were translocated to Kuno National Park in Madhya Pradesh, 
followed by twelve cheetahs from South Africa next year. The majority of 
these cheetahs have adapted well to their new environment, exhibiting 
natural behaviours and notably, also reproducing. 
 Following the bilateral talks between the two leaders yesterday, an 
MoU on healthcare and pharmaceuticals was signed. India had also 
announced the supply of ARV medicines to Botswana to support its HIV 
treatment efforts. President Murmu later addressed the Parliamentarians of 
Botswana and visited Diamond Trading Company Botswana. In the evening, 
a Banquet Dinner was hosted by the President of Botswana for President 
Murmu. 
 Today, President Murmu is also scheduled to interact with the members 
of the Indian community in Botswana before concluding her visit.

ECI- NO REPOLL 
 Election Commission has said that no re-poll has been recommended in 
the second phase of Assembly Elections in Bihar as after scrutiny, no 
discrepancy or malpractice was found at any of the Polling Station. The 
Commission in a statement said , with this over the two-phased Bihar 
elections zero re-polls have been recommended. This is a first in the recent 
history of elections in the State. The Commission added that scrutiny of 
documents was conducted smoothly in all 122 Assembly Constituencies 
which went to polls in the second Phase in presence of 122 Returning Officers 
(RO) and General Observers each. Around 460 candidates or their agents 
also participated in the scrutiny process.The Poll Panel said that the entire 
process was videographed and after scrutiny, Forms 17A and related 
materials were re-sealed with the RO's seal. It added that ECINet platform 
was the technological backbone for the elections which provided services -for 
the voters and ensured timely data-collection for monitoring and supervision. 
 Bihar Assembly elections concluded yesterday with a historic highest 
ever voter turnout of 67.13 percent. This is the highest voter turnout ever 
recorded in the State since 1951. Turnout among male voters is 62.98 
percent and amongst female voters, it is 71.78 percent. Chief Election 
Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar along with Election Commissioners Dr. 
Sukhbir Singh Sandhu-and Dr. Vivek-Joshi kept a close watch on the poll 
proceedings through the Webcasting facility at all  90 thousand and 740 
Polling Stations. 
 The Election Commission since March, 2025 had taken a slew of 
initiatives including 17 initiatives focused on poll-bound Bihar. These 
initiatives were aimed at improving voter convenience, structured training of 
polling personnel, technology driven processes based on the constitutional 
and legal framework.
