EC-SIR
The Election Commission of India (EC) will launch the second round
of its Special Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise today, covering nine states
and three Union territories with a combined electorate of around 51 crore.
The large-scale revision of the electoral rolls will conclude with the
publication of the final voter list on February 7, 2026. This marks the
second phase of the SIR, following its implementation in Bihar, where the
final electoral roll containing nearly 7.42 crore names was published on
September 30. The new phase will include the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands, Lakshadweep, Chhattisgarh, Goa, Gujarat, Kerala, Madhya
Pradesh, Puducherry, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, and West
Bengal. Among these, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Kerala, and West Bengal
are due for assembly elections in 2026. Assam, another state headed for
polls that year, will not be part of this round due to an ongoing Supreme
Court-supervised verification of citizenship under the provisions of the



Citizenship Act. The SIR will begin with the enumeration stage today and
continue until December 4. Draft electoral rolls will be released on
December 9, followed by the final publication on February 7, 2026. This
will be the ninth such revision since independence, the last one having
taken place between 2002 and 2004. According to the EC, the SIR aims to
ensure that no eligible citizen is left out of the rolls while removing
ineligible names, including illegal migrants. The process involves verifying
voters’ place of birth, which officials say will help identify non-citizens,
particularly in light of recent crackdowns on illegal migrants from
Bangladesh and Myanmar.

Union Coal Mines Minister G. Kishan Reddy has asserted that the
Telangana government is yet to submit the revised Detailed Project Report
(DPR) for the proposed second phase of the Hyderabad Metro Rail. This
follows the State’s decision to take over Phase One of the 69.2 km project
from the concessionaire L&T Metro Rail Hyderabad (L&TMRH). Speaking to
the media in Hyderabad yesterday, Mr Reddy said the Centre has not been
formally informed about the agreement. He said his inquiries with Union
Minister for Housing and Urban Affairs Manohar Lal Khattar revealed that
the revised DPR is yet to be submitted. The Telangana State government
last month announced its decision to pay 2,100 crore rupees to L&T
towards its equity investment and assume the project's debt of
approximately 13 thousand crore rupees for Phase One. This move is
aimed at forming a Joint Venture (JV) with the Centre to access funding
from multilateral agencies such as JICA, at an interest rate of 2 per cent for
the second phase. The proposed 76.4 km expansion, estimated to cost
over 24 thousand crore rupees, will span five corridors across the twin
cities.

INDIA-BAHRAIN:

India and Bahrain today unequivocally condemned terrorism, in all its
forms and manifestations and reaffirmed their strong commitment to
combat terrorism, including cross-border terrorism. In a joint statement
after the Fifth High Joint Commission (HJC) between India and Bahrain
which was co-chaired by External Affairs Minister, Dr S Jaishankar and
visiting Foreign Minister of Bahrain, Dr Abdullatif bin Rashid Alzayani, both
sides noted the progress made toward establishing the Joint Working
Group on Trade and Investment as also on the commencement of
negotiations on a Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement (CEPA)
between the two countries.

EVE. AFGHAN - QUAKE

At least 20 people were killed and over 500 were injured after a
powerful earthquake with a magnitude of 6.3 struck northern Afghanistan
last night. According to the Afghanistan National Disaster Management
Authority, earthquake occurred in the wee hours and shook multiple
regions, including the country's northwestern, central, western, northern,
north-eastern, and eastern zones. The epicenter of the quake was reported
in Kholm, near the city of Mazar-i-Sharif, where most of the damage
occured. Authorities said, many of the injured were treated and later
discharged from the hospitals. The National Centre for Seismology of India
has confirmed that earthquake had a depth of 23 kilometres. The tremor
were also felt in Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, and Pakistan. The US Geological
Survey has issued an orange alert, indicating that the disaster is potentially
widespread. Afghanistan frequently experiences deadly earthquakes due to



its location along major fault lines.

TRUMP: NUCLEAR TESTING

US President Donald Trump has said that Pakistan is among the
countries that have been actively testing nuclear weapons. Speaking to a
TV channel yesterday, Mr. Trump claimed that Russia, China, North Korea,
and Pakistan, are conducting nuclear tests. He said that US will resume its
own nuclear testing, citing recent tests by other countries. He argued that
America should not be the only nation to stop testing when others are
continuing with testing. He claimed that US possesses more nuclear
weapons than any other country. He said that US has discussed
denuclearisation efforts with Russia and China. Recently, Mr. Trump
announced the immediate resumption of nuclear weapons testing after
more than 30 years, calling it appropriate, citing Russia's recent trials of
advanced nuclear-capable systems. Meanwhile, Russian President Vladimir
Putin signed a law terminating the already defunct plutonium disposal
agreement with the US, which had been aimed at limiting the production of
nuclear weapons-grade material.
