EVE PRESIDENT-BOTSWANA BILATERALS

President Droupadi Murmu held bilateral talks with President Duma
Boko of Botswana in Gaborone today and discussed several bilateral,
regional and global issues of mutual interest. The leaders agreed to expand



cooperation in trade & investment, agriculture, health, defence, mining,
skilling and digital technology.

The two sides also signed MoU on cooperation in the healthcare and
pharmaceuticals sector. President Murmu also announced India's decision
to send ARV medicines to Botswana. Antiretroviral (ARV) medicines are
used to treat HIV infections. President Duma Boko noted that India is a
leading manufacturer of pharmaceuticals, especially generic medicines, and
that the MoU will facilitate Botswana's access to quality affordable
medicines, solving a persistent problem in Botswana's healthcare. He
thanked India for the offer on ARV medicines.

An important announcement on Project Cheetah was also made. It is
a unique initiative of India to reintroduce Cheetahs in India, decades after
their extinction. It was announced that Botswana will be donating 8
Cheetahs to be translocated to India. A symbolic handover of the cheetahs
will be done in the presence of President Murmu in Botswana tomorrow.

President Duma Boko praised India’s pivotal role in his country’s
growth, citing strong cooperation in education, health, defence, and
skilling. He added that landmark Indian judgments on the right to life and
patents are relevant to Botswana’s legal system as well. Calling India’s
digital transformation an inspiration, he said its success in serving 1.4
billion people offers valuable lessons for Botswana’s own digital journey.
He also praised India's Global South push and Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's initiatives like the International Solar Alliance.

President Murmu also visited Diamond Trading Company Botswana
after the meeting with President Duma Boko. Trade in Diamonds has
traditionally dominated India-Botswana economic relations, with India
being one of the important destinations for diamonds exported from
Botswana. The majority of the diamond cutting and polishing units in
Botswana are owned by the Indian diaspora.

This is the first ever State Visit to Botswana by an Indian Head of
State. It is also the first State Visit that Botswana is hosting after President
Boko assumed the office last year.
