MORN.PM- JORDAN ECONOMIC COOPERATION

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will undertake a bilateral visit to Jordan
from tomorrow to Tuesday at the invitation of King Abdullah II bin Al
Hussein. The visit, Prime Minister Modi’s first full-fledged bilateral
engagement with Jordan, coincides with the 75th anniversary of the
establishment of diplomatic relations between the two countries and comes



amid sustained high-level political engagement between New Delhi and
Amman.

India and Jordan share strong and steadily expanding economic ties,
with India emerging as Jordan’s third-largest trading partner. Bilateral
trade between the two countries is valued at approximately 2.8 billion US
dollars.

Jordan is a key supplier of fertilizers to India, particularly
phosphates and potash, which are critical for India’s agricultural
sector. A flagship example of this cooperation is the Jordan India
Fertilizer Company, , a joint venture worth 860 million US dollars
between India’s IFFCO and the Jordan Phosphates Mines
Company, the company was established to produce and export
phosphoric acid to India, strengthening India‘s food security
framework.

In addition, around fifteen garment companies of Indian
origin, with cumulative investments of nearly 500 million US
dollars, operate in Jordan’s Qualified Industrial Zones. These
companies benefit from Jordan’s extensive free trade agreements
and special trading arrangements with the United States, Europe

and the wider Arab region, exporting finished products to global
markets.

Connectivity between the two countries has improved with
Royal Jordanian launching direct flights between Amman and
Mumbai, with plans to expand services to New Delhi. Jordan
offers visa-on-arrival and electronic visa facilities to Indian

travellers, further facilitating business and tourism. Jordan is also
seen as an important partner in the proposed India-Middle East -
Europe Economic Corridor. or IMEC, where it is expected to play a

EVE.CHHATTISGARH-AMIT SHAH

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today addressed the closing
ceremony of the Bastar Olympics in Jagdalpur city of Chhattisgarh. He said
that by the time the next Bastar Olympics is held, not only the Bastar
region of Chhattisgarh but the entire country will be free from Naxalism.

He added that the Government has also resolved to make the Bastar
division the most developed tribal region in the country over the next five
years. He said that basic facilities such as housing, electricity, drinking
water, education and healthcare will be provided to people living in all
seven districts of the division.

Mr Shah said that Naxalism had been the biggest obstacle to the
development of Bastar, but now Bastar has become a symbol not of fear,
but of the future. He once again reiterated that the entire country will be
freed from the Naxal problem by March 2026. The Union Home Minister
also appealed to the remaining armed Naxalites to lay down their weapons
and surrender.

On the occasion, Chhattisgarh Chief Minister Vishnu Deo Sai,
Assembly Speaker Dr Raman Singh, Deputy Chief Ministers Arun Sao and
Vijay Sharma, along with international football player Baichung Bhutia,
were present.

In this Bastar Olympics held in Chhattisgarh, players from all seven
districts of the Bastar division participated. Under the final phase of the
Olympics, divisional-level competitions were organised, in which about
three thousand five hundred players took part. These included surrendered
Naxalites and players affected by Naxal violence

JITENDRA SINGH - RDI FUND

Science and Technology Minister, Dr. Jitendra Singh today described
the Research, Development, and Innovation (RDI) Fund as a catalyst to
empower the private-sector led innovation. Addressing the RDI Fund
Outreach Programme in New Delhi, the Minister said the initiative is a
global first in public financing for private-sector innovation. The one lakh
crore rupee RDI fund offers unsecured loans without any collateral or
guarantees, coupled with a minimal interest rate of less than 3 per cent.



The Minister said that this framework reflects the Government’s
courage, conviction and deep trust in India’s innovators. He added that the
Fund is part of a wider national ecosystem that includes missions in Al,
semiconductors, quantum technologies, cyber-physical systems, MedTech,
clean energy, along with space and nuclear sectors. Dr Singh also noted
that it will significantly strengthen the innovation value chain, seamlessly
supporting the journey from discovery and development to large-scale
deployment.

REV. THAI- CAMBODIA FIGHT

Fighting continued along the border of Thailand and Cambodia, even after
U.S. President Donald Trump, acting as a mediator, declared that both
countries had agreed to a ceasefire. Earlier, Trump said that Thai and
Cambodian leaders had once again agreed to immediately renew their
ceasefire agreement following a week of deadly border clashes. He also
noted that both leaders had agreed to return to the original peace accord
signed in October this year in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. Thai officials said
that no ceasefire agreement has been reached, and Cambodia has yet to
comment on Trump’s claim. Instead, Cambodia’s Defense Ministry reported
that Thai fighter jets carried out airstrikes earlier today. Meanwhile,
Malaysian Prime Minister Anwar Ibrahim said that Malaysia, in its
role as ASEAN chair, will convene a Special ASEAN Foreign
Ministers’ Meeting soon to address the escalating Cambodia-
Thailand border tensions.

The Steel Authority of India Limited (SAIL) has achieved 27 percent
growth in its sales last month as compared to same period last year. The
Ministry of Steel said in a release, retail sales surged by 69 percent to 0.14
Million Tonnes (MT) last month as compared to 0.084 MT in the same
month last year. It further added that during the April - November 2025
period, SAIL achieved 12.7 MT of sales which is a 14 percent growth over
11.1 MT in the corresponding period last year.



The Ministry contributed this to significant growth across multiple
product categories and distribution channels, including domestic Saleable
steel, road dispatches and door deliveries from warehouses.
