REV. AUSTRALIA - SHOOT OUT: In Australia, at least 12 people,

including one shooter, have been killed in an attack at Sydney's Bondi
Beach this evening, in what has been declared a terrorist incident. The
second shooter is in police custody, and is in a critical condition. Twenty-
nine people have been injured, including two police officers. Prime Minister
Anthony Albanese called the incident both shocking and distressing. Israel
Foreign Minister Gideon Sa'ar said that he is appalled by the shooting
attack, and called the incident the result of an anti-semitic rampage in the
streets of Australia over the past two years.

The Congress party is holding a rally in Delhi's Ramlila Maidan today on
election issues. Senior party leaders including president Mallikarjun Kharge
and Rahul Gandhi are expected to address the gathering.

The Directorate of Education of Delhi has ordered all schools to conduct classes for
students up to Class IX and for class XI in a hybrid mode, in view of the deteriorating
Air Quality in the National Capital. The decision follows an order issued by the
Commission for Air Quality Management invoking Stage-IV actions under the Graded
Response Action Plan (GRAP) with immediate effect to curb further worsening of air
pollution levels in Delhi-NCR. For students of Classes 10 and 12, classes will
continue to be held in schools. Stage 4 curbs include a ban on all construction activities
and on the entry of non-essential polluting trucks into Delhi. The Delhi government has
also directed all government and private offices in the city to shift at least 50 prcent of
their staff to work from home.

REV DAY-IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast cold wave
conditions over Telangana and Interior Karnataka for tomorrow. The met
department predicted dense fog conditions over Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram and Tripura for the next four days. The IMD expected similar
conditions over Assam, Meghalaya, west Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana,
Chandigarh and Delhi for the next two days. The weather agency has also
forecast thunderstorms accompanied with lightning and gusty winds at
isolated places over Andaman and Nicobar Islands for tomorrow.

Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR continues to be in the
Severe+ category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the



average Air Quality Index (AQI) of the national capital was recorded at 457
as of 1 PM today.

EVE BIP-CONGRESS RALLY: BJP today hit out at the Congress for

allegedly creating confusion over the Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of
the electoral rolls process. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi,
party spokesperson Sambit Patra said that extensive discussions on
electoral reforms had already taken place in Parliament. He noted that
during these discussions, Union Home Minister Amit Shah had responded
point by point to all the questions raised by the opposition. Mr Patra further
claimed that the Congress is disrespecting India’s constitutional bodies,
adding that the strength of India’s democracy is well known to all. BYTE-
