India and Russia today exchanged sixteen agreements in areas related to 
defence, trade, economy, healthcare, academics, culture and media. 
Addressing a joint press meet with Russian President Vladimir Putin at the 
23rd India-Russia Annual Summit in New Delhi, Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi expressed confidence that India-Russia friendship will give the 
strength to face global challenges, and this very trust will enrich the shared 
future of both nations. He stated that India and Russia have been standing 
shoulder to shoulder in the fight against terrorism. He reiterated India's 
unwavering belief that terrorism is a direct assault on the values of 
humanity and said global unity is the greatest strength against terrorism.

 On Ukraine, the Prime Minister said India has advocated for peace on 
the Ukraine issue from the very beginning.

Putin arrived in New Delhi last evening on a state visit to India for the 23rd 
India-Russia Annual Summit.

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INDIA RUSSIA JOINT STATEMENT 
India and Russia have agreed to continue jointly developing systems of 
bilateral settlements through use of the national currencies in order to 
ensure the uninterrupted maintenance of bilateral trade. A Joint Statement 
following the 23rd India Russia Annual Summit said both sides have agreed 
to continue their consultations on enabling the interoperability of the 
national payment systems, financial messaging systems, as well as central 
bank digital currency platforms.  
 Both Sides welcomed steps to ensure long-term supply of fertilizers 



to India and discussed the potential establishment of joint ventures in this 
area. They welcomed the signing of agreements related to mobility of 
skilled workers.

He said 
that initiatives such as the National Research Foundation and recently 
announced research funding mechanisms are attempts to stimulate private 
investment in innovation and build long-term research linkages. He further 
added that platforms such as InSpace and similar interfaces in 
biotechnology have helped to ensure that collaborations are structured, 
transparent and mutually beneficial.
