Union Cabinet has approved three new corridors as part of Delhi
Metro’s Phase 5 (A) Project worth around 12 thousand 15 crore rupees.
These corridors are R.K Ashram Marg to Indraprastha, Aerocity to Airport
Terminal -1, and Tughlakabad to Kalindi Kunj. Briefing media in New Delhi
after the cabinet meeting, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw said, with this expansion, the Delhi metro netwok will cross 400
kilometers. He said, 13 new metro stations will constructed. He said, the R
K Ashram Marg - Indraprastha section will be an extension of the Botanical
Garden- R.K. Ashram Marg corridor. It will provide Metro connectivity to
the Central Vista area, which is currently under redevelopment. Mr
Vaishnav informed that the Central Vista corridor will provide connectivity
to all the Kartavya Bhawans thereby providing door step connectivity to the
office goers and visitors in this area. He said, with this metro connectivity
around 60 thousand office goers and two lakh visitors will get benefitted on
daily basis. The Minister said, in the last 11 year, revolutionary changes
have been witnessed in metro sector.

Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship in a statement
said that discussions underscored the importance of continuous upskilling
and reskilling across the workforce. Emphasis was placed on developing
talent across the Al value chain, from research and engineering to sector-
specific applications in healthcare, manufacturing, services, and
governance, while upholding principles of responsible and ethical Al use.

The Ministry added that priority areas identified included integrating
foundational AI modules into existing vocational curricula, strengthening
institutional infrastructure, expanding early-stage Al literacy initiatives,
deepening industry partnerships, and ensuring regulatory agility. The
deliberations marked an important step towards enhancing and scaling
current initiatives, reaffirming MSDE’s central role in preparing India’s
people for leadership in an Al-enabled future.

NADDA- HEALTH OUTCOMES FORUM

Health and Family Welfare Minister, JP Nadda today said that malaria
incidence in the country is declining by over 80 per cent and deaths by 78
per cent, showcasing India’s transition from a high-burden malaria country
to a high-impact state. Addressing the Advancing Public Health Outcomes
Forum 2025 in New Delhi, Mr Nadda said that over 30 thousand Ayushman
Arogya Mandirs (AAM) have received National Quality Assurance Standards
(NQAS) Certification. He also noted that the government aims to establish
one AAM for every two thousand population and said that this reflects the
government’s commitment to strengthening primary healthcare.

On tuberculosis, the Minister highlighted that India has achieved a 21



per cent decline in TB incidence, significantly higher than the global decline
of 12 per cent. He also underlined significant gains in maternal and child
health outcomes. He mentioned that the Maternal Mortality Ratio has
declined to 88 in this year which was 130 per lakh live births in 2014.
Meanwhile, the Infant Mortality Rate has reduced to 27 in the current year.

Mr Nadda further stated that Ayushman Bharat Pradhan Mantri Jan
Arogya Yojana has significantly reduced out-of-pocket expenditure from 69
per cent to 39 per cent, strengthening financial protection for millions of
families.

The Minister highlighted that sustained national efforts have led to
tangible progress in controlling diseases, expanding immunisation
coverage, and strengthening institutional and scientific capacities. He also
noted that progress in disease control and immunisation reflects not
isolated programmes, but institutional strength, Jan Bhagidari, and
sustained political commitment. During the event, Mr Nadda also released
four reports highlighting India’s achievements in Malaria, TB, Lymphatic
Filariasis, and Immunisation.

CENTRE ARAVALLI

Centre has issued directions to the States for a complete ban on the
grant of any new mining leases in the Aravallis in a major step towards
conservation and protection of the entire Aravalli Range stretching from
Delhi to Gujarat from illegal mining. Environment, Forest and Climate
Change Ministry said in a statement that this prohibition applies uniformly
across the entire Aravalli landscape and is intended to preserve the
integrity of the range. The directions are aimed at safeguarding the
Aravallis as a continuous geological ridge extending from Gujarat to the
National Capital Region, and at stopping all unregulated mining activities.

The Ministry has also directed Indian Council of Forestry
Research and Education, ICFRE to identify additional areas and zones in
the entire Aravallis, where mining should be prohibited. This is over and
above the areas already prohibited for mining by the Centre, based on
ecological, geological and landscape-level considerations. This exercise by
the Centre would further enlarge the coverage of areas protected and
prohibited from mining in the entire Aravallis, keeping in mind the local
topography, ecology and biodiversity.

The Centre has also directed that for the mines already in operation,
the State Governments concerned shall ensure strict compliance with all
environmental safeguards and in conformity with the Supreme Court’s
order. Ongoing mining activities are to be regulated stringently, with
additional restrictions, to ensure environmental protection and adherence
to sustainable mining practices.

Government has expressed commitment towards long-term
protection of the Aravalli ecosystem, recognising its critical role in
preventing desertification, conserving biodiversity, recharging aquifers, and
environmental services for the region.

TELANGANA INDUSTRY EXPRESSED CONCERNS



In Telangana, several trade and industry bodies have expressed
concerns over recent policy and regulatory developments and cautioned
that abrupt changes could hinder the state growth story. They have urged
the state government to reconsider these pressing issues, which include
power tariffs rules, the lack of renewable energy clearances and the
sudden implementation of government orders under the Hyderabad
Industrial Lands Transformation Policy (HILTP). Among others. About a
dozen industry bodies, including the Federation of Telangana Chambers of
Commerce and Industry (FTCCI), Telangana Industrialists Federation (TIF),
Telangana Iron and Steel Manufacturers Association (TISMA), Telangana
State Tool Manufacturers Association (TSTMA) among others represent the
interests of over 50,000 manufacturing and services units. Discussing
HILTP, they raised concerns about the lack of clarity on relocation support
and compensation mechanisms, warning that relocation without ready and
integrated infrastructure could unleash chaos. FTCCI President R Ravi
Kumar informed the media that the sudden and unilateral policy orders will
create serious uncertainty in the industrial ecosystem. He said actions will
freeze existing expansion plans, push future investments to other states,
and severely damage Telangana's hard-earned reputation for policy
stability and ease of doing business.

CRICKET - VIJAY HAZARE TROPHY

In Domestic Cricket, star Indian batters Virat Kohli and Rohit Sharma
shamshed centuries on the opening day of Vijay Hazare Trophy yesterday.
Playing for Delhi, Virat Kohli scored 131 off 101 balls while chasing a target
of 299 runs set by Andhra Pradesh at the BCCI Centre of Excellence
Ground 1 in Bengaluru. Delhi won the match by 4 wickets with Priyansha
Arya and Nitish Rana's half centuries, adding to Kohli's ton.

On the other hand, hitman Rohit Sharma made 155 off just 94 balls
against Sikkim at the Sawai Mansingh Stadium in Jaipur. Sharma's
exceptional innings helped Mumbai beating Sikkim by 8 wickets while
chasing a target of 237 runs.

Moreover, Bihar scored highest ever total in List A Cricket with 574
for 6 in 50 overs against Arunachal Pradesh in Plate Group match at the
JSCA Oval Ground in Ranchi. Batting first, Bihar's Vaibhav Suryavanshi
smashed 190 off 84 balls, while skipper Sakibul Gani remained unbeaten
with 128 runs in just 40 balls. Ayush Loharuka also made a ton but got run
out at a score of 116 runs. In response, Sikkim got bundled out for just
177 runs and Bihar won the match by 397 runs.

In another high scoring match, Karnataka defeated Jharkhand by 5
wickets with a massive chase of 413 runs at the Narendra Modi Stadium B
Ground in Ahmedabad. Batting first, Jharkhand scored 412 for 9 in 50
overs, with skipper Ishan Kishan's 125 off just 39 balls and half-centuries
by Virat Singh and Kushagra. In response, Devdutt Padikkal's 147-run
innings and huge partnership with skipper and opener Mayank Agarwal
heled them chasing the target easily.
