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PM-CHIEF SECRETARIES

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has called upon the States to encourage
manufacturing, boost ‘Ease of Doing Business’ and make India a Global Services Giant.
Mr Modi said that soon India would be launching the National Manufacturing Mission
(NMM) and every State must give this top priority and create infrastructure to attract
global companies. The Prime Minister said this while addressing the fifth National
Conference of Chief Secretaries in New Delhi, which concluded yesterday. The three-
day Conference began on the 26th of this month on the theme of Human Capital for
Viksit Bharat.

Highlighting India's demographic advantage, the Prime Minister stated that
nearly 70 percent of the population is in the working-age group, creating a unique
historical opportunity which, when combined with economic progress, can significantly
accelerate India's journey towards Viksit Bharat. The Prime Minister said that India has
boarded the "“Reform Express”, driven primarily by the strength of its young
population, and empowering this demographic remains the government’s key priority.

Prime Minister remarked that the Conference is being held at a time when the
country is witnessing next-generation reforms and moving steadily towards becoming
a major global economic power. Noting that Viksit Bharat is synonymous with quality
and excellence, Mr Modi urged all stakeholders to move beyond average outcomes.
Emphasising quality in governance, service delivery and manufacturing, the Prime
Minister stated that the label "Made in India' must become a symbol of excellence and
global competitiveness.

In his address, the Prime Minister said that that India must pursue self-reliance
with zero defect in products and minimal environmental impact, making the label
'Made in India' synonymous with quality and strengthen the government's commitment
to 'Zero Effect, Zero Defect.” He urged the Centre and States to jointly identify 100
products for domestic manufacturing to reduce import dependence and strengthen
economic resilience in line with the vision of Viksit Bharat. The Prime Minister



emphasised the need to map skill demand at the State and global levels to better
design skill development strategies.

For livelihoods of youth, he observed that tourism can play a huge role. He urged
the States to prepare a roadmap for creating at least one global level tourist
destination and nourishing an entire tourist ecosystem. Mr Modi said that it is
important to align the Indian national sports calendar with the global sports calendar.
He said, as India is working to host the 2036 Olympics, it needs to prepare
infrastructure and sports ecosystem at par with global standards. He observed that
young kids should be identified, nurtured and trained to compete at that time. He
urged the States that the next 10 years must be invested in them, only then will India
get desired results in such sports events.

Prime Minister also emphasized that as India aspires to be the food basket of the
world, there is a need to shift to high value agriculture, dairy, fisheries, with a focus on
exports. He urged the States to use Gyan Bharatam Mission for digitization of
manuscripts. He said that States may start a Abhiyan to digitize such manuscripts
available in States. Once these manuscripts are digitized, Al can be used for
synthesizing the wisdom and knowledge available. The Prime Minister also said that all
States and UTs must prepare capacity building plan along with the Capacity Building
Commission.

In the conclusion, Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that every State must
create 10-year actionable plans based on the discussions of this Conference with 1, 2,
5 and 10 year target timelines wherein technology can be utilized for regular
monitoring.

The three-day Conference emphasized on special themes which included Early
Childhood Education; Schooling; Skilling; Higher Education; and Sports and
Extracurricular Activities recognizing their role in building a resilient, inclusive and
future-ready workforce.

SC’S CRUCIAL SUO MOTU-ARAVALLI



The Supreme Court’s crucial suo motu hearing on issues relating to the definition
of the Aravalli Hills tomorrow is likely to address concerns over the protection of the
ecologically fragile range in the light of the government’s commitment. As per the
causelist published on the website of the apex court, a Bench comprising Chief Justice
of India (CJI) Surya Kant, and Justices ]J.K. Maheshwari and A.G. Masih will hear the
suo motu writ petition titled “In Re: Definition of Aravalli Hills and Ranges and Ancillary
Issues” tomorrow. The Supreme Court has taken up the issue on its own motion amid
growing concerns over the protection of the ecologically fragile Aravalli range and the
government’s repeated assurance to protect it.The Union Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change said the prohibition will apply uniformly across the Aravalli
landscape, covering the mountain range from Delhi to Gujarat.

All India Shia Personal Law Board (AISPLB) has condemned the atrocities against
Hindu minorities in Bangladesh.

AISPLB general secretary Maulana Yasoob
Abbas said that the convention stated that every act of terrorism occurring worldwide
is highly condemnable, and those who perpetrate terrorism, or patronise terrorists, or
provide them with any kind of assistance are enemies of humanity.

TRUMP-ZELENSKYY-TALKS
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy met his US counterpart Donald Trump at
Mar-a-Lago in Florida, over peace plan to end war with Russia. The US President said
the meeting was "terrific" and a lot of progress had been made in Russia-Ukraine
peace talks as both the countries are in favour of ending war. Addressing the press
after the meet, Mr Trump said that the peace talks are expected to be finished in a few
weeks and it's been a very tough negotiation. He further informed that both the
leaders had phone call with several European leaders during their meeting. Mr Trump
also had a phone call with Russian President Vladimir Putin of almost two-and-a-half
hours, prior to his meeting with the Ukrainian President.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange warning for dense
to very dense fog conditions over Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh,
Delhi, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar till 31st of this month. Dense fog conditions are likely to
prevail today over Northeast India, Uttarakhand, East Madhya Pradesh, Odisha, and



Sub Himalayan West Bengal. The Met department has also forecast cold wave
conditions for today in parts over Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Chhattisgarh, Madhya
Pradesh and Punjab. According to the Weather Agency Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand
are expected to experience a cold day today.
