 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has listed three priorities for the next 
decade - more structural reforms, deepening innovation, and simpler 
governance. In an interview to a news agency, Mr Modi asserted that his 
government's "Reform Express" is benefitting common citizens in a big 
way.  



 Prime Minister said this year's Union Budget reflects India's yearning 
to become developed nation. He added that Budget is not a 'now or never' 
moment born out of compulsion but a 'we are ready' moment born out of 
preparation and inspiration. He highlighted that the benefits of a decade of 
defence reforms were evident during Operation Sindoor, asserting that 
India has to be prepared at all times to deal with security challenges. He 
stressed that India has a duty to modernise its defence sector in line with 
current realities as a country that is playing an increasingly important role 
in the world. Citing the allocation of 7.85 lakh crorerupees  to the defence 
sector in the Union Budget 2026-27, Mr Modi said the outlay is 15 per cent 
higher than the previous budget. He further stated that it is also the 
biggest chunk given to any ministry or department. 
 Prime Minister also said that the tax incentives announced in 
the Budget are designed to accelerate investment in this space, 
lower the cost of building advanced facilities and position India as 
a globally-competitive destination for data infrastructure. He 
invited the whole world's data to reside in India. He further stated 
that the tax incentives announced in the Budget are designed to 
accelerate investment in this space, lower the cost of building 
advanced facilities and position India as a globally-competitive 
destination for data infrastructure.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate the India AI Impact 
Expo 2026 in New Delhi today. The five-day expo is being held alongside 
the India AI Impact Summit 2026, and will serve as a national 
demonstration of Artificial Intelligence in action. It will feature 13 country 
pavilions, including Australia, Japan, Russia, United Kingdom, France, 
Germany, Italy, Netherlands, Switzerland, Serbia, Estonia, Tajikistan, and 
Africa, showcasing international collaboration in the AI ecosystem. 
 The Expo will host over 300 curated exhibition pavilions and live 
demonstrations, structured around three thematic chakras: People, Planet, 
and Progress. It will also feature over 600 high-potential startups, which 



are developing globally relevant, population-scale solutions. 
 During the event, more than 500 sessions will be organized 
highlighting the transformative impact of AI across various sectors and 
discussing future actions to ensure that AI benefits every global citizen. 
The India AI Impact Expo 2026 is expected to attract over 2.5 lakh visitors, 
including international delegates. The event aims to foster new 
partnerships and create business opportunities within the global AI 
ecosystem.

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CRICKET - T20 WORLD CUP 
 In the ICC Men's T20 World Cup, India defeated Pakistan by 61 runs 
in a Group A clash at Colombo’s R Premadasa Stadium last night and 
becomes second team to qualify for Super Eight. Chasing the target of 176 
runs, Pakistan were all out for 114  in 18 overs. Usman Khan with 44 was 
the top scorer for Pakistan. For India, Jasprit Bumrah, Axar Patel, Varun 
Chakaravarthy and Hardik Pandya took two wickets each while  Kuldeep 
Yadav and Tilak Varma claimed a wicket each.  
 Earlier, Pakistan won the toss and opted to bowl. India scored 175 
runs losing seven wickets in stipulated 20 overs. Ishan Kishan scored 77 
runs while Suryakumar Yadav scored 32.  
 Three matches are scheduled for today. In the first match, 
Afghanistan will take on United Arab Emirates in the Group 'D' clash at 
Arun Jaitley Stadium in Delhi at 11 AM IST.  In a Group 'C' clash, England 
will face Italy at Eden Gardens in Kolkata at 0300 PM, while Australia will
