More than 40 thousand women are expected to take part in the sammelan
and the security of the PM’s function will also be managed by women security
personal. On this occasion Prime Minister will launch many development programs
related to his constituency which includes 30 rural drinking water schemes under
the Jal Jeevan Mission, the redevelopment of Chandrawati Ghat, tourism
development of Sarangnath Temple near Sarnath, and beautification and
renovation works of Sant Ravidas Park, Nagwa. To promote sports activities in the
region PM will also inaugurate a synthetic hockey turf at UP College. Prime Minister
will inaugurate the Sowa Rigpa Bhawan and Hospital at the Central University of
Tibetan Studies, reflecting a commitment to integrating traditional medicine with
modern healthcare systems.

Mr Modi will also lay
the foundation stone of the Varanasi -Pandit Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Junction third
and fourth railway line project, including the construction of a rail-cum-road bridge
over the Ganga River.

The Amrit Bharat Express trains which are being launched will connect




Banaras- Hadapsar in Pune and Ayodhya- Lokmanya Tilak Terminus in
Mumbai. These trains will_provide affordable and modern travel options and
enhance connectivity between Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, and Maharashtra.
The Banaras-Pune service will facilitate easier access to Kashi Vishwanath Dham,
while the Ayodhya-Mumbai service will improve connectivity to the Shri Ram Mandir
Teerth Kshetra, strengthening links between key religious destinations. With the
launch of these two new services, the total number of operational Amrit Bharat
Express trains _will rise to 66.

While the project related to the laying of third and fourth railway line will
improve access to Kashi Vishwanath Dham, National Highway-19 and _strengthen
rail connectivity with eastern Uttar Pradesh and Bihar.

REV. WB-FINAL CAMPAIGNING

The campaigning for the second and final phase of West Bengal Assembly
elections came to an end today, with political parties making their final push to
reach voters in 142 constituencies across seven districts, going to polls on 29 of this
month. Prime Minister and Senior BIP leader Narendra Modi addressed a rally at
Kankinara in North 24 Parganas, while Senior BJP leader Amit Shah held a
roadshow in Chandannagar in Hooghly district. Other BJP leaders, including Yogi
Adityanath and Ashwini Vaishnaw, also took part in rallies and roadshows in
different parts of the state. On the other hand, Trinamool Congress chief
Mamata Banerjee led a roadshow in Kolkata. Party General Secretary Abhishek
Banerjee addressed a rally in Arambagh, Hooghly, and later participated in a
roadshow in Maheshtala.

LADAKH - NEW DISTRICTS

Ladakh Lieutenant Governor Vinai Kumar Saxena has approved the creation
of five new districts in the Union Territory, taking the total number of districts to
seven. The newly created districts are Nubra, Sham, Changthang, Zanskar and
Drass. Earlier, Ladakh had only two districts - Leh and Kargil. Describing it as a
historic step, the Lieutenant Governor said the decision fulfills a long-pending
demand and aspirations of the people of the region. He added that the move aligns
with the vision of PM Modi for a developed and prosperous Ladakh. The decision,



which had received approval from the Ministry of Home Affairs in August 2024
under the leadership of Home Minister Amit Shah, aims to strengthen grassroots
governance and improve administrative efficiency. Officials said the creation of new
districts will help decentralise administration and ensure faster delivery of public
services, especially in remote and far-flung areas of the Union Territory. The
Lieutenant Governor also emphasised that the move would open up new
opportunities for growth, employment and entrepreneurship in the region. Ladakh,
which became a Union Territory in 2019 after the bifurcation of the erstwhile state
of Jammu and Kashmir, is the largest UT in terms of area but has a sparse
population. The administration has reaffirmed its commitment to ensuring that the
benefits of this decision reach every citizen as Ladakh moves towards a stronger
and more inclusive future.

RAJNATH-SCO MEETING

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will attend the Shanghai Cooperation
Organisation (SCO) Defence Ministers’ Meeting in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan today. In a
social media post, Mr Singh said that during the meeting, he will highlight India’s
commitment towards global peace, amidst the security challenges prevailing in the
world. He underlined that he will also convey the country’s consistent stance on
Zero Tolerance for Terrorism and Extremism. The Defence Minister said that he
looks forward to interacting bilaterally with the counterparts of other SCO Member
states and with the Indian Community at Bishkek. Mr Singh arrived in Bishkek
yesterday to participate in the SCO Defence Ministers’ Meeting. In a social media
post, Defence ministry said that the visit underscores India’s commitment to
strengthening regional peace, security and defence cooperation among SCO
member states.

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu and Union Minister for
Electronics & Information Technology Ashwini Vaishnaw will lay the foundation for
Google’s Al Data Center in Visakhapatnam today. Google will invest nearly 15
billion US Dollars in the project. The one Gigawatt facility is planned across 600
acres in Tharluwada, Adavivaram and Rambilli regions. Supported by upcoming
subsea cable connectivity, the center will provide advanced Al cloud infrastructure
and large-scale data storage services. AdaniConneX and Airtel Nxtra are partners in
the project. The Andhra Pradesh government aims to develop a 6.5 Gigawatt digital
hub across the state. The project is expected to create jobs in artificial intelligence,
cloud services, cybersecurity and data science sectors. It is also expected to attract
investments in power systems, cooling technologies, networking and



semiconductor industries. The government is planning green energy support and
improved infrastructure, including the upcoming Bhogapuram International
Airport. The project is expected to strengthen Visakhapatnam’s position as a major
technology hub in Asia.

GOVT-WEST ASIA BRIEFING

The government today reaffirmed that fertilizer availability in the country
remains robust, with supplies consistently exceeding demand. During an
inter-ministerial briefing on updates related to developments in West Asia,
Additional Secretary in the Department of Fertilizers Aparna Sharma said that no
shortages have been reported so far. She added that urea availability stood at
71.58 lakh metric tonnes against a requirement of 18.17 lakh metric tonnes, while
DAP availability was 22.35 lakh metric tonnes against a requirement of 5.90 lakh
metric tonnes.

HEALTH MINSTRY - HEATWAVE CONDITIONS

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has urged States and Union
Territories to strengthen preparedness in view of heatwave conditions expected
during the upcoming summer months. In a letter written to the Chief Secretaries of
States and UTs, Secretary, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare Punya Salila
Srivastava said that above-normal heatwave days are likely from April to June 2026
across parts of East, Central and North-West India, as well as the South-East
Peninsula, based on forecasts by the India Meteorological Department. The
Ministry has directed States and UTs to operationalise dedicated heat stroke
management units at all health facilities, ensure preparedness of ambulance
services, disseminate early warnings and maintain real-time reporting of heat
stroke cases on the IHIP portal. The Secretary emphasised that proactive planning
and coordinated action will be crucial in mitigating the health impacts of extreme
heat and preventing heat-related ilinesses and fatalities.
