Bengal. Addressing a public rally at Kawakhali in Siliguri today, Mr Modi
stated that the region has been neglected in the tourism, connectivity, and
industrial sectors, accusing the TMC of engaging in appeasement politics.

TRIPURA- COUNCIL POLLING

Voting concluded peacefully for election to the Tripura Tribal Areas
Autonomous District Council (TTAADC). Polling was held across all eight
districts of the northeastern state, with 1,257 booths set up to ensure
smooth voting.
